(c) Employment is a thrust area of the
Eighth Five Year Plan. Employment in any
state in general and so in Rajasthan, depend on
the pace and pattern of development in that
Sate, for which mainly the State Govrnment is
responsible.  The  Union  Government
supplements the efforts of the State
Governments in the creation of employment
opportunities through Centrally
sponsored/Central, sector special employment
programmes. The more important on-going
schemes among which are the Centrally
sponsored Schemes of Integrated Rural
Development Programme (IRDP).
