VENKAIAH NAIDU): (a) The Ministry of Rural Development is
alrcady implementing programmes for Sclf Employment and Wage
Employment in rural areas of all the States/UTs including Uttaran-
chal, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Orissa, Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan,
Uttar Pradesh and North-Eastcrn States except the Union Territories
of Delhi and Chandigarh. The Swaranjayanti Gram Swarozgar
Yojana (SGSY) is the Programme for seclf employment and the
Employment Assurance Scheme (EAS) for wage employment.

(b) The Ministry does not monitor village wise data for these

Schemes. However, number of persons assisted for self employment
under the SGSY during 2000-2001 and mandays generated under the
EAS during 2000-2001 are shown in the Statement. (See below)
