RANGAYYA NAIDU): (a) to (e) There  
have  been  some interruptions    in 

power supply in Laxmi Nagar, Shakarpur 
(Trans Yamuna) during June-July, 1993. 
Some residents of the area are reported to 
have demonstrated at DESU offices to protest 
against power disruptions. Power breakdowns 
in this area occur mamly due to overloading 
of the system since a large number of 
commercial/industrial units have come up in 
the residential area. Every efforts is made by 
DESU to attend to the breakdown and to 
restore the power supply at the earliest. 
DESU is also taking steps within the 
available resources to augment and 
strengthen the power supply system in the 
area to mmimise the disruptions.
