SHRI MURLIDHAR CHANDRA-
KANT BHANDARE  (Maharashtra):
Madam, Deputy Chairperson, I call
the attention of the Minister of Agricul-
lurg to the havoc caused by recent floods
in various parts of the country and the
action taken by Govermment in  regard
thereco. May I thank you for giving
precedence to ome of the worst tragedies
in the recent past?
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THE MINISTER OF AGRICUL-
TURE (SHRI BALRAM JAKHAR):
Madam, according to the forcast made
by the lndia Meterological Department
(IMD) for the South-West monsoon of
1993 the quantum of rainfall for the
country as a whole during the monsoon
period is likely to be 103 per cemt of
the long period average value within the
estimated model error of 4  per cent.
There is an expectation thataround 30
out of 35 meterological sub-diyisions in
the country should get normal/excess
rainfall. '

The South-West monsoon which  had
set in Kerala on 28th May, 1993, which
is about three days earlier than its nor-
mal date covered the entire country by
S5th July, 1993. During the period June
1—July 21, 1993, the cumulative rain-
fall was excess/normal in 27 out of 35
meterological sub-divisions and deficient in
8 sub-divisions. During this period rainfall
was excess in the States of Arunachal Pra-
desh, Assam, Meghalaya, Punjab, Haryana,
Himachal Pradesh, Jammu & Kashmir,
Rajasthan, West Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat
and Union Territory of Chandigath and
Delhi. :

Heavy rajns in the second week of Tuly
1993 resulted in floods of varying degrees
in the States of Punjab, Haryana, Gujarat,
J&K, H.P., Maharashtra & Rajasthan.
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Heavy rains during the third week ot
July 1993 again resulted in floods in  the
States of Assam, Bihar, Madhya Pradesh,
Mizoram, Tripura, Uttar Pradesh and
West Bangal. The States of Assam, Tri-
pura, Mizoram, Arunacha] Pradesh, Kerala
and Gujaray had algg experienced floods
in May-June, 1993.

According to the reports received from
the State Governments, rain-flood waters
have extensively affected life and agricul-
tural operations in the affected areas. Aw
per the preliminary assessments made so
far by the State Governmentgs 859 human
liveg including 311 in Punjab, 123 in
Gujarat, 46 in Haryana, 34 in Himachal
Pradesh, 37 in Jammu & Kashmir, 126
in West Bengal, 11 in Rajasthan and 21
in Assam have been lost. The affected
States are still in the process of making a
detailed assessment of the entent of dam-
age caused to human and cattle lives,
crops, houses, private and public property
including the physical infrastructure im
the affected districts. Accodding to the
preliminary assessment made cropped
area affected by the floods in Punjab is
15 lakh acres, 32,000 acres in Himachal
Pradesh and 4.5 lakh acres in Haryana.
Any firm assessment of the crop damase
would be possible only after the flood
waters have reccived from tne ajffected
areas.

The concerned State Governments had
mounted timely rescue and relief measuTes
in the flood affected areas including evaen-
uation of marooned population to safer
places wherever necessary with the assis-
tance of Armed Forces, distribution
and air-dropping of food packets, distriba-
tion of essential commodities, opening of
flood relief camps, medica) assistance/
vaccination to prevent outbreak of opi-
demics and dssfribution of ex_gratia pay.
ment to the families of the victims of
floods. Goverament of India is also
assisting the States in restoration of na-
tional highways, rail and telecommunica-
tion networks, power installation and distri-
bution systems particularly in th~ States
of Punjab. Haryana, Himachal Pradesh,
Yammu & Kashmir, Bihar, West Bengal,
etc. which have been very severely affeoted
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by floods, Armed forces are also assisting
the State of Punjab in  plugging the
breaches in irrigation network in certain
areas.

The Crisis Management Group (CMG)
in the Ministry of Agriculture is review-
tng the flood situation and relief, rchabi-
litation and  restoration works in the
affected Statey on daily basis. The avai-
lability of foed and other essential com-
modities, petiolenm  products, medicines
and drinking water in the affected States
are also being monitored on a daily basis.

I had visited the flood affected areas
of Assatm and Tripura in June 1993 to
review the situation. The Prime Minister
had also visited and reviewed the situa-
fion in the flood affecied States of Punjab
and Haryana on the 16th July, 1993 and
had sanctioned ex-gratia assistance tg the
families of affected persons from the
Prime Minister’s National Relief Fund.

Tater-Ministerial Central Teams  have
already visited Tripura, Assam  and
Mizoram. Central Teams would also be
undertaking visit of the flood affected
ateas of Punjab from 28th July, 1953.
Central] Team for Haryana and Himachal
Pradesh has also been constituted and
will be visiting the flood affected areas of
these States as soon as the State Govern-
ments indicate their readiness to receive
the team. Meanwhile, a Central Recon-
naissance Team undertook an aerial
survey of flood affected areas of Haryana
last week. The guestion of deputing
Central Teams to the flood affected areas
of other States where necessary will be
considered in consultation with th. affect-
ed States in due course.

The 9th Finance Commission recognis-
ing the need for greafer autonomy and
responsibility for the State Governments
in managing the challenge posed by re-
current natural calamities had recom-
mended the creation of a Calamity Relief
Fund (CRF) to be operated by the State
Governments, 75 per cent of the CRF is
contributed by the Government of Tndia

and the balance 25 per cent is contribu
ed by the States concermed. Annual co
tribution to States CRF is released

four quarterly instalments. Two qua
terly instalments of the Central share
CRF during the current year have be
released to all the States. “

Government of India, recognising ¢
need to supplement the efforts of t
Stats and with a view to assist thel
has also made advance releases of Ce
tral share of CRF to the  States
Punjab, Haryana, Trpura, Xerala a
Madhya Pradesyy in the current year °
meet th- situation created by the natw
calamities.  Considering the worseni
flood situation in the States of Punj
and Haryana, it has also been decided
release two quarterly instalmentg of CF
of 1994-95. On  consideration of t
Memoranda giving detailed assessment
the damage and the requirements
funds from the State Governments ad
tional Central Assistance under ongoi
plan proprammes in various sectors w
alsp be considered. These funds wol
also enable the concerned State Gove:
meuts to adequately meet the relief e
penditure as also to take up rehabilitati
and restoration

Even today, even though the
floods have receded, many partg in these
two States are still under water. Water
has entered many important towns of
these two States. Patiala, for instance,
is one of the worst-affectzd areas in the
whole of the country. In Haryana, Sirsa
town, where the Gagra river bank was
breached, is one of the worst-affected
towns. Water is still standipg in  the
entire area of the Sirsa town. Life has
been - comgpletely disrupted.  Similarly,
Madam, there are about a dozen smaller
towns in Haryana which were affected.
The number of villages which have been
affected by the floods runs into thousands,
And many villages remained marooned
for weeks together. The damage to the
standing crop is colossal,  Particularly,
cofton crop and green fodder crop have
been almost completely ruined. Even the
paddy crop which can sustain even in
standing water has also been damaged on
account of a very high level of floods.
Out of 15 districts of Haryana, three
fourths of the area has been affected,
and the worst-affected districts are
Kaithal, Jind, Sirsa, and Hissat. There
are other districts also 'where almost all
the crop is standing in a sheet of water
of two inches to six inches.

Madam, drinking water supply schemes
arp the worst-affected because Haryana is

getting its drinking water from Punjab.
There are two carrier channels, one i the

Bhakra main canal and the other 1s
which carry Haryana's

share of water to the State from the
Punjab territory.  These  two carrier
channels were cither breached or cuts
were made in these two canals. There
are as many ag 25 cuts in the Narwana
canal, and there are aboug a dozen cufs
in the Bhakra main canal. If these cuts
are not repaired and the breaches aret
not plugged, almost 4,000 drinking water
schemes in Haryana are going to be
starved of water. Already there is ar
acute shortage of drinking water in most
of the towns and most of the villages.
Even the paddy crops in most of the areas
are also threatemed because they are nol
receiving canal water for irrigation pur
poses. 1 hope the Centra] team will visi
Haryana soon and the aa hoc grant will
be released. The #d hoc grant which
the Prime Minister announced at the
time of hig visit to the flood-affected
areas of Punjab and Haryana is, I think,
about Rs. 12 crores which is too small,
too paltry. I hope that liberal financial
assistance will be given by the Govern:
ment of India to the State of Haryan:
because, besides the crops, therg is @
heavy loss of human life, there is a heavy
loss of cattleheads. And almost
all the schools, all the hospitals and
all the drinking water supply schemes in
three-fourths of Haryana are under
water. Almost all the roads 1y these
arcas have been severely damaged. There
is a preat loss to public property anmc
private property. So, to mitipate the suf
ferings of the people, to provide ther
immediate shelter and food and medicine
and also to compensate the farmers whose
crops have been completely damaged. the
Haryana Government needs immediately
at least Rs. 100 crores in the shape of
ad hoc grant. The net loss assessed on
ad hoc basis sg far amounts to more
than Rs. 500 crores. Madam, through
you, I would like to draw the attention
of the hon. Minister for  Agriculture.
There are still six weeks to go. There
may be more rainfall; there can be more
floods. Though the saturation point has
already hbeen reached, there is still some

Narwana canal,
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danger of some more raing and more
floods. In that case, these will create
more havoc though already a great havoc
has been caused. Therefore, mnecessary
preventive measures are required to be
taken and foy that, the State Govern-
ments will be needing financial assistance,

Finally, through you, I would again re-
gquest the Government of India to per-
suade the Government of Punjab to see
that the Bhakra mainline canal and the
Narwana canal which are the lifeline for
the State and which carry canal ‘waler
from Bhakra reservoir to the State of

Haryana, are repaired and  breaches
plugged immediately on a war-footing;
otherwise, ther= will be a very serious

crisis f drinking water and also the
standing agricultural crops will be threa-
tened in Haryana because we are helpless;
we cannot do anything. These breaches
are to Le plugged immediately. Therefore,
I would request the Government of
Punjab, through you, and also the Go-
vernment of India to come to the rescue
of the people of Haryana. With these
words, I thank you for giving me the
opportunily to speak.

SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA
(Assam): Sir, the previous speaker has
said about the suddenness of the floods in
some areas of Punjab and other partg of
the country. The floods have also played
havoc in Assam and because I belong to
Assam, I will confine myself to the havoc
played by these floods in  Assam. In
Assam, it is  mot a sudden
flood. This is a regular feature in Assam
and it has become a way of life for the
people during this season of the year. The
fact that there will be a breach in the
cmbankments of different rivers wag inti-
mated to the Government; in fact, the
State Government was warned long back
and even then these floods have played a
havoc. Now we are experiencing = the
third wave of the floods. We are grateful
to the hon. Minister for visiting the Stata
during the first flood itself. He has him-
self seen the havoc played in different
areas of Assam. -

Sir, by now, most of the areas in Assam
are affected, and the districts affected are
Barpeta, Bongaigaon, Kamrup, Jothat,
Dhubri, Hailakundi, Kokrajhar, Darrang
Nalbari, Karimganj, Cachar, DhBl’l’la]l
Lakhimpur and Goalpara. Sir, 14 out "of
23 distrits of the State have been affected
More than 227,000 hectares of land “hat
been affected by flood water. More thar
14 1akh and 70 thousand people have beer
affected and altogether 1272 villages ar
affected by the floods involving loss o
crops cattle and-human lifs.  Sir, 2
human lives haye been lost; 705 cattle
heads have drowned and 2300 houses hav
been damaped due to these floods. Evel
now, half of the areas in Assam are unde
water. Wherever there was fiood watel
there is the problem of water-logging an
the water is not going out. All the cror
are under water. Here I want to narral
ahout some of the areas where we at
really experiencing a very, very seriot
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situation to which T want to draw the
attention of the hon. Miuister, through
you. Sir, in Kamrup, the areas under
Puthimara and Barolia river are still flood-
ed. The crops are under wates and the
relief that has been provided is quile
insufficient. So is the case with the ar.eas
of Dhubri district where the communica-
tion has been disrupted. The worst pa}'t
of it iS that the north-castern region is
cut off from the rest of the country be-
cause of flood waters which have disrupted
the roads and railway tracks which have
heen damaged. Similar situation is there
in other districts of Goalpara, Bongaigoan
and North Lakhimpur. In the Barak
Valley, communication standg disrupted
due to these floods. In the Barak Valley,
road communications are disrupted on
National Highway Ne. 53, at Salchapra,
th. Silehar-Haflong road, the Silchar-
Hailakandi road, the Silchar-Kumshingram
road and on National Highway No. 54
in Gumrah-Pirnagar area.

Sir, the rivers in Assam are bounded
by embankments, The poor maintenance—
rather, the lack of maintenance—of these
embankments is the rootcause of floads,
Wherever there are embankments, there
is a breach in one place or the other due
to the fact that these embankments are
not being maintained properly. The State
Government does not also have funds for
their maintenance. Due to change of
procedure, sufficient maintenance  funds
are not being disbursed to the State Gov-
ernment. This 15 another reason. The
flood control mechanism is totally defunct
in the State.

Another serions problem is erosion.
Erosion is causing a lot of ‘problems.
Village after village is udner water. People
in a number of areas, in many districts,
are marooned, In some of the areas,
rivers are changing their course which
alsg creates problems. The rivers which
should have been the cause of prosperity
for the people of the State, for the people
of the region, have become a source of
despair, destruction and sorrow.

In this comnection, I draw the attention
of the hon. Minister of Water Resources
also becanse it is he who has to give
special attetion to this subject. As you

——

know, the Brahmaputra Board was Set up

long back. It is almost ten years now

since this Board was set up, but so far,
no concrete work has been dome. Whatg
more an ore say than just point out that
the Board itself has not been constituted
rroperly till new. There js no Chairman.
There is no full-time Vice-Chairman. In
the other categories also, there are vacan-
cies. Up till now, the Board has spent
more than Rs. 40 crores, but all that they
have done is only drawing and no con-
crete work. Up till now, only on pap<r
work, the Board has spent more than RS,
40 crores. Therefore, until and un'ess
the Brahmaputra Board is activated and
staris Jdoing some work on the ground. T
do not think the river an ba conlrolied.
Unti] and unless the Brahmaputra is con-
trolled and the water is used for bringing
about propsperity in the region, floods
cannot be prevented in Assam.

Then, Sir, most of these rivers origi-
nate from the hilly areag of Bhutan and
Arunachal Pradesh. The Minstry of
Water Resourceg should, therefore, take it
up with the Government of Bhutan to
sce that the rivers are regulated at their
source itself by putting up power projects,
or, the water is utilised by other means,

As T said earlier, floods in Assam are
nothing new. I is well-known that ths
people of Assar suffer from this natural
calamity every year. The Government
and everybody else feel helpless as to
what should be done. The immediate
thing which should be done is to give the
State a special granmt. This is urgently
needed because though 24 lives have al-
ready been lost, no compensation has been
paid so far to the relatives of the vic-
tims. Similarly, no compensation has been
paid in respet of the losy of cattle and
for the damag- caused to the crops. I
would, therefore, request the hon. Minis-
ter. The Central team had recently visit-
ed the flood-affecterd areas of Assam. They
must have submitted their report by now.
I would request the hon. Minister to re-
lease an immediate grant to Assam and
also release calamity relief fund for the
border State so that the State an take ap
relief measures as well as maintenane and
plugging of breaches immediately, so that
the State is saved from this fury of floods.
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This i the third wave. We are expecting
some more waves of flood which will
continue till the month of October.

PROF. SAURIN BHATTACHARYA
(West Bengal): Thank you, Mr. Vice-
Chairman. I would like to be excused by
the hon, Minister if I make a remark that
the statement made by him is really direc-
tionless; not that the detail; are not
there; details are there but there is no pro-
per direction to tackle the situation. I
remember, one of the predecessors of Dr.
Jakhar—may be, he was also from
Haryana—had said in the House that for
preventiop of floods and for raing we can
only pray to God. So, when we discuss
the question of flood, it cannot be discuss-
ed in isolation. Whatever the Minister
has presented is the restricted point of
view of his Ministry, which falls within
his own domain, that is, the calamity por-
tion of it, but the preventive portion of it
has not come. There are certain flood-
prone areas. For example, the previous
speaker wag talking about Assam. I would
raise the guestion of North Bengal, dis-
tricts of Jalpaiguri and Cooch-Behar
which are adjacent to Assam, very much
adjacent to Assam and share almost the
same riverine set-up. There is te Teesta
done which is a part of Brahmoputa. What
can be done for rhese flood_prone areas
so that the recurrence of bood is pre-
vented? That is the main question. Mr.
Majumdar from Assam was telling me
outside as to what can be done is Assam.
Assam annually has three bouts of floods.
Embankments are constructed but those
go down in the flood water and if this
process continues, the problem will not
be solved. Then whay can we expect?
Now the people there are resigned to the
annua] bouts of flood and this is a very
helpiess situation in am age which is
technically highly advanced. There are
flood coatrol system all over the coun-
‘try, but what are they doing to improve
even forecast- Mr. Mann was asking why
there was no warning to the people of
the catchment areas sp that they could
move out from those places. This has
np been given in the statement. That
is mOre important rather than recount-
-ing what has been done. What is being

done is perhaps mandatory or , statutory
practice, There is a ser procedure for
giving compensation tg the next of kin
of the dead, for providing medicine etc.,
for preventing epidemics and other dis-
eases. There is a set procedurg for
assessment of flood  loss and pro-
viding of  calamity relief fund.
Survey  teams have pgome 1o certaia
areas, but they have not gone to other
areas. Ags for example, we yesterday, in
a delegation met the Prime Minister nad
requesied him so that , suryey team goes
there, and then we requesied him to go
to the flood-affected arza himself. This
iy not 5 big area.

The figure of death, ag is found in
the statement, is 125, I take it as the
statement gZiven by the Minister. Now,
according to us, it Is already more than
200, and more dead bodies are being re-
covered with the receding of the waters.
The water in the Kalyanj river jumped
down the Alipurduar town, which js a
taluk town, My party office there iy a
two-storeyed building. I have been told,
over the phone from Jalpaiguri—in Ali-
puduar there is no telephone—and by
the Irrigation Minister of West Bengal,
that on the first floor three fee: of water
accumulated, as in the case of certain
ateas of Punjab as reported by Mr, Mann.
In that area, in  Hasimary which
has 4 military office also, in 24 hours
there was 99 centimetregs of rain, which
is a record fo the entire area, surpassing
the record of Cherrapunji also. Jalpaiguri
town received, in 24 hours, more than
300 millimetres of rain. This incessant
rain blew up the rivers in the area and
caused the flood, and the Alipurduar
embankment was breached. Even now the
relief work iy not in full swing, What is
strange, I have been told by the West
Benga! Minister over the phone Jast night
tha+ the local administration, practically,
is defunct in the sense that they are not
able ti dea) with this flood. Army people
in the adjacent areas of Masimara etc.,
were requested tg come and conduct
the relief work, and they refused. I don't
doubt what has been stated in the state-
ment of the Minister, that the army is
Tendering a good service, buf in a parti-
cular ared, that is, in Alipurduar, It has
been reported that the army refused. . I
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would request the Minister particularly
to inqure of the matter and find out
what is the (ruth of the matter. We
dow’t 1ike to believe it fully, but iy must
be inquired intp and, if it was so, it is
a seripus matter, no doubt.

Bug the quesiion is, it should not be
just a fire-fighting work but some long-
term remedial actions will have to be
taken. If we cannot discuss those things,
We cannop come tg , conclusion on all
those things even if we have a prolonged
discussion op the flood sityation in the
couniry which, in part, has been discus-
sed by different Members. I would not
enier into it. If we cannot take a long-
term objective  and prepare schemes—
foolproor schemes—with au army of de-
_ dicated workers t, combar the siruation

on a long-term basis for remedying the
situation, it will be of no avail. Other.
wise, a four-hour or five-hour discussion
even in both the Houssg of the savereign
Parliament of Indiz won’t be , source of
consolation for the people of the coun-
try who are victimg of floods and drought
alternately. Even now perhaps in all the
States whereas, on the one side, there
are devastating floods, vn the pther,
there is scorching drought. What can be
done about drought, T dg not know. But
scientifically there are remedial measures
in abundance to fight floods. Those mea-
syrey must be undertaken. Whatever
Ministries are tg be involved, T expect
the leadership to put them together with
the Ministry of Agriculture on the fight-
ing line, so to say.

SHRI JAGMOHAN (Nominated): 1
have only 3 few, basic points. One is
thar there arc 5o many casualties, 900
odd, and some may not have been re-
ported. So, if thers arg 1,000 casualtiesin
the floods, that shows, in my opinion,
2 weakness in the information system or
the flood-warning system and also the
absence of a scheme to deal with natural
disasters. For .example, I have myself
dealt with the 1955 floods in the very
first year of my service. Even at that
time a scheme had been drawn in the
district of Amritsar that we should divide

¢ areg mto clusters of 15, 20, 30 vil-
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lages and that every village should be
told that such and such a place is ar a
high leve! where people could immediate.
ly move on getting some warning. Now
with ail the computer systemgs and with
al] the other information paraphernalia
and technology which we have got, this
type of scheme should have beep in
operation and should have yielded results.
What I understand is that when floods
come, people do Bbot cven know where
to move, There is no stand-by arrange-
ment. Bven a few buses can be requisi-
tioned and made available to them to
move. Even that  arrangement ig not
there. So, T think, this aspect peeds to
be looked into very carefully. This will
help in minimising casualities.

The second point is also with regard
to casvalijes. It would be 3 good idea if an
analysis of these casualties is made, now
many casualfies are due to house-col-
lapses, how many casuvalties are due to
caving-in, how many are due to electric
shocks and how many are due to lack
of knowledge amongst the people about
what to do during the cOursg of floods.
For example, many people even climb
up electric poles. So, that type of infor-
mation is not available with the people
in the villages. So, this analysis needs to
be done, and then a proper educational
programme has to he drawn to tel] the
people, particularly in the flood-prone
areas, that these are the arrangements
that exist,

The third point is that most of these
floods are due to environmental degrada.
tion, Jammu area, for examplg, T know,
did pot see floody earlier. New uoods are
occurting every year. A small river fike
the Tawi creates g havoc, and people
suffer quite a lot. There is a lot of silt-
ing. A lot of deforestation has taken
place. Even a recent report of  the
United Nationsy showg that 1.5 billion
hectares of forest land is being cut even
now in India. Therefore, unless we look
at the aspect of environmental degrada-
tion and cutting of foresty and silting
of rivers, this problem cannot really be
solved.

The other point which T want to make
ig that usually the embankments are be-
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ing mainrained very poorly. It is due to
their bad maintenance that they give way
very soon, There are loty of rats which
cut the bunds, Bven if there is a small
hole in , Tong bund, the bund will be
washed away. It isvery poor maintenance
and corruption in lower places that is
creating havoc, and this aspect also needs
to b. Iooked into,

Finally, I would like t; make a sug-
gestion that a technical high-powered
committee shouid be constituted o look
into the basic causes of these flood; in a
particylar area, also whether disaster-
relief arrangements exist, and whether
timely warning systems  exist. And if
they exist, are they pug info operation
in these areas? What lessons can be drawn
from whas has happened during the re-
cent floods? If only we draw proper les-
sons, will we be abls to solve some of
our problems.

Another point is that since the First
Five.Year Plan we haye been thinking
of comprehensive flood  protection
schemes and irrigation schemes. Unfortu-
nately

Because of the
floods disruption of work takes place,
traffic cannot move and traing cannot
move There is so much disruption and
so much of national waste. In direct and
indirect gctions the natiop Iy paying a
very heavy price. With these five sug-
-gestions I conclude,

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI V.
NARAYANASAMY): Shri Venkaitaman,
not here. Shri S. 8. Ahluwalia, not here.

SHRI PRAKASH YASHWANT AM-
BEDKAR (Nominated): Thank you, Mr.
Vice-Chairman. I am not going t0 make
a speech but will make just a few sug-
gestions. We have both  droughts and
floods wherein areas are submerged by
rajn-water and river water. We have
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been facing them for a long time. I
know tha; there are certain riverg which

But what we can do is we can
warn the people instantly, whether they
can be saved or not is a guestion, My
first suggestion would be this. Even the
major dams that we have do not have
an early-warping  system, Even the
-dams which are infterconnedted do not
have an early-warning system in which
the engineer of one dam could cnmmuni-
cate tp the engineer of another what the
quantum of water that is going to be
released is or 'he gquantum of waler
which he is prepared to weceive or the
amount of water that is poing to bg dis-
charged from the last dam which is
there. So, I would like to know from
the hon, Minister whether he is pgoing
to instal an  early-warning Ssystem in
relation ‘o all those riverg which have
been creating havoc in the country,

Secondly, there is no such thing as
a Code which is availablg to the Revenue
Officiay who is directly concerned with
the masses as to wha; he should do, at
times of floods, He waits either for an
inspection by the Minister or for a re-
port from the Prime Minister or from
somebody else as to what actiop he has
to take. Ax I said, both floods and
drought are common i, this country and
they are going to remain as such. There-
fore, 1 would like to know from the
Minister whether he is poing to draw
a certain line of minimum action which
the Revenue Official concerned should
take and whether tha; Revenugp Official
would be empowered, a: time of floods
to act upon it so tha; whatever action
be taken may be taken for granted.

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SHRI SUDHIR RANJAN MAJTUM-
DAR (Tripura): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir,
I thank yoy for giving this chance lo
say something in this call-attention to the
havoc caused by the recent floodg im
varions parts of the country. Sir, this
is unprecedented  I; never happened before
when almost the entire country was
affected by floods, That is why I request
the Central Government to be very par-
ticular about this problem because it is
giving a very bad signal—; sipnal ab-
out famine conditions. The floods in
Tripura not only destroyed the standing
<rops but also the seed beds which are
for summer crops. Just imagine the
situation prevailing i, Tripura. In Tri-
pura, we are already deficht in food-
grains. We are petting foodgrain; from
outside, that is. from the Central pool,
which is collected from Punjab and Har-
yana_ Now, this year Punjab and Haryana
have alse been affec'ed by floods, That
is why wg must be very serous be-
cawse the wholz nation is poing ko face
a very serious situation. Like Assam,
in Tripura also, floods have becomg every
year’s occurrence. But thig year i; is
something different becavse the entire Sta-
te has beg, affected by floods and Ios-
ses in terms of destruction of houses,
roads, bridges, telecommunications, elec-
tric instalations and so on and so forth
ars heavy. The State is ruled by the
Left front at present. On the one hand,
they are making false propaganda ;ig—
ains; the Centra] Government that the
Cen‘ral Government is not helping
them and on thg other hand, T
have never seen such inaction or such
indifferen; attitude on the part of the
S'ate Government. No  Minister, no
M.L.A. and no officers ever visited the
flood—affected people. When the Min-
ister of Agriculture from Delhi could
find time to visi; the State, when an-
o‘her Minister, Shrl Sontosh Mohay Dev
could get the time to visit the State by

see the condition of the affected people,
the Ministers the M.L.A.s and the offi-
cers of the State Government have no
time to visit them. During his visit to
Tripura, when Shri Sontosh Mohan Dev

invited the State; Government to accom.

pany him, they refused 'o do so. This
is the seriousness they are having for
the affected people. They are making
allegations that the Central Government
is not releasing any funds. I may in-
form. the House hat already the Gov-
ernment of India has released three in-
stalments under the Natural Calamities
Relief Fund Scheme, the first instalment
being Rs. 1.81 crores. The Central
Government afso released the fourth in-
stalment in advance—Rs. 56.25 lakhs—
under that scheme.

But how are these monies distributed?
1 myself have visited many camps. Only
twenty rupees per family per day, and
that too for only two-three days; This
is the relief work, thsz i the sympathy,
this is the comsideration shown by  this
Government while they are making all
these allegations.

Sir, I was told that an inter-Ministerial
Centraj team had visited the State of
Tripura to assess the severity and dam-
age caused by floods in May and June,
1993. They had made wide-ranging re-
comemmendations for assisting the State
Government in their effort to tide over
the flood problem. These recommen-
dations probably covered flood control,
communications, health and civil supplies.
T understand tha; alj these recommenda-
tions are under consideration in various
Departments to b forthcoming in some
form or Yhe other. However, it is pain-
ful to know that the CPM.Government
is making all types of possible propa.
ganda by stating that Central Govern-
ment {5 giving lavish assistance to States
like Punjab, Haryana, whereas they are
not giving consideration to CPM-run Sta-
tes like Tripura. Sir, I strongly pro-
test against this propaganda. While iih-
erally the Central Government is giving
money for this State, they are  re-
leasing thi; money, this assistance, that
is not reaching the persons who are
affected. This is my observation, when
I visited the State.

Sir, T request you to consider two or
three things. The money which has been
paid is not adequate. It is npot suffi-
cient. Sufficiant money should be pgi-
ven. On the other hand, T request you
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to sec that the people—whether they are
belonging %o the CPM or the Congress
or any other party—who are the affected
ones, who are the sufferers, should be
given sufficien; relicf. That should reach
al] of them, irrespective of their poli-
tical colours. That is why, Sir, imme.
diate relief in the form of  distribution
of food and clothes, construction of
houses and huts that have been damaged
by the floods should be made available.

Everybody should get that relief without
any delay.

The second lthing is, in order to re-
stor, normaley, adequate relief, adequate
_help should be given, Not eonly that
communjcations which had been discus—
sed should be revived and for
that, funds should be given.
Sir, I request you to  comsider
ons importantt thing because this Stafe is
the remotest Sfate, fhat is, after that
there is no India. My poin; is, during
the monsoon season due to road block-
ad, it is very difficuly to mak. food
gvailable to all the fair price shops. I
have found that many fair price shops
are without food or other essentia] tom-
modities .

So, some consideration should be
shown especially to Tripura. At least
some buffer stock should be there always
so that thg people should ngy suffer for
want of food. Certain measures have
to be taken becaug, widespread floods
are otcuflling. Our poverty is not be-
cause we have no resources. Our po-
verty is due to the reasop ‘that we are
having floods and drought every year.
So, this is a thing which we should con-
gider. We chould give priority to con-
trolling flood and conserving water 5ol
that we should no¢ facg a condition  of
drought. That will remove our pover-
ty and that is how we can remove our
poverty. With theses few words I
zonclude and thank you.

SHRI SOM PAL (Uttar Pradesh): Mr.
Vice-Chairman, Sir, enough hag  been
sail on the damage that the flood; have

caused and the hon. Members  have
given very valuable suggestions on the
remedia] measures. My quesion for
clarification emanales from para 1 of
the statement of the hom. Minjster for
Agriculture, tha; is, thy monsoon fore-
cas¢ by the Indian Meterorogical Depart-
ment. I have seen some reports in
certaip newspapers in New Delhi about
two months ago that (his Department,
having Invested huge sums, had develop-
ed a statistical power regression model
to make accurate forecast on monsoon
behaviour during a particular  season.
They hav. been doing this for the last
severa] yeary with quite accuracy and
the deflection has been only to the tune
of 4 per cent or 5 per cent plus or mi-
nus, But the report says that at = the
behedt of the Finance Minister, Dr. Man.
mohan Singh, the Department has been
asked to dispense with thig forecast sys-
tem. The rationals advanced is that
thiz will generate avojdable speculation
in the markets of India. Thiz is a very
gueer lopic which is not understandable.
The main objective of this whole exer-
Cise was that the farmers could be al-
lowed to take 'heir decision for allotting
respective acreages to different  ctops
knowing in advance the behaviour of
the monsoon during s particular year.
Therefore, T would request the Minister
to find out whether it is correct.  The
paper has reported in guoies the state
ment of the head of the Indian Metero
logical Department and, %o me, it seems
authentic. If i+ is so, he should  take
up the matter with the Finance Ministry.

SHRI VITHALBHAI M. PATEI
(Gujarat): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, -
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must congratulatg the Apgriculture Minis-
ter for his staicment containing the de-
tails about the flood situation in  the
country and he is the Minister who bas
collected the information within 24 hours
from all the States and submitted it to
the House. My State is z drought-proms
State and a flood-prone State, Some-
times people arg suffering because of
drought and sometimes people are suf-
fering because of flood. Calamity is
alway; there in my State. This year
some 1,525 villages have been affected
by floods. 4.00 .M.

In this State 15,138 houses have collapsed
and 123 people have lost their lives. More
thap 1000 cattle have died and property
worth 1700 crores has been lost. Sir, the
State Government iS not g a position to
mee! the requirements. 1T would request
the Central Government to release the re-
maining part of Rs. 33.80 crores tp meet
the relief work in the State, This year
most of the rivers were flooding in Guja-
wat. In the last- 18 years there was no
fioed in the Sabarmati river. Children,
who are 1B years old have never szen a
floed in this river. This year there is a
flood in this river because the reservoirs
were overflowing. Most of the r'vers in
Gujarat have got reservoirs so that water
cap be stored and people can be saved
from floods. Fortunately, this year we
have not seen much damage by the Nar-
mada river because of the Sardar sarovar
Project.  Otherwise, the Narmada river
was creating havoc all these years. This
vear a number of people have been saved
and thousands of acres of land has also
been saved. Whatever people may say,
this is the pnly river which cap save Guj-
arat from droughts. In the previous years
when othar States were suffering from
calamities, Gujarat was doing relief work
for them. This year we have tg look
after our own relief work, we have to save
people. More than 55000 peopls arg i1
camps having, lost their houses. So, 1
reqiest the Central Government tp release
the remaining Rs. 33 crores to provide
relief to the flood affected people in the
State. T would like to say one more
thing. Coumpenration to people, who have
lost their T'ves. should be equal in all the

States. I request the Central Government
to provide immediate help to the flood-
affected people of my State. Thank you.
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI MD.
SALIM): Mr. Hiphei. Please be brief.

SHRI HIPHEI (Mizoram): Thaok you,
Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir. I am very much
sad and pajned that this year, most of the
States in the North and North-Fast have
been affected by unprecedented floods.
Sir, I am from Mizoram. Mizoram was
not affected by floods, of course, but it
was affected by heavy and incessant rains,
Last year also, there were heavy rains
resulting in the loss of many lives. This
year, due to rains, 14 lives have been
lost; B in Aizawl district and 6 in Lupglei
district. Nearly 700 houses have been com-
pletely destroyed and about 1200 partially
damaged, rendering more than 5000 people
homeless.

Landslides have disrupted communica-
tion in many interior areas, About 100
meites strech of Natjonal Highway No,
54, near Lawngtlai, was washed away,
cutting off Chhimtuipui district from the
rest of the State. A number of rural
link roads have been severely damaged.
About 3 kms. of road near Aizowl _and
100 metres of the road connecting Bairabi,
the only railway terminus ip Mizoram,
have sunk. The earth at varjous points
over 3 stretch of about 4 kms. in Aizawl
town has sunk by about 5 feet, Because
of this, 560 families living in these loca-
tions have been evacuated to safer places.
The electric sub-station at Zuangtui, near
‘Aizawl, has been affected by the sinking
of earth, resulting in interruption of power
supply to the southern pary of the State.
As T said earlier, last year also, heavy
rains caused loss of many lives.

Sir, Mizoram is linked by only one land
route, ie National Highway No. 54 If
that route is cut off, the whole State 1s
cut off from the rest of the country. Then, -
we have only the Vayudoot service. There
is a Vayudoot service ‘from Calcutta to
Aizawl. But this service is regularly irre-
gular. There is no other means of com-
munication. Unless we have some route
from the southern side, z; alternative
route, Mizoram will remain undeveloped.

Mizoram is a poor State depending, to
the exteny of 90 per cent, on financial
assistance from the Centre. The people
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of Mizoram are happy that Rs. 5 crores
have been sanctioned as ways and means
advance, on an ad hoc basis, 'We are
happy. A Central team had been sent
ta make an on-the-spot study.

We know that we have to live with
rains. Without rains, W= cannot live.
But spmetimes, we have to hate raims,
when they are excessive. I feel that there
should be some device, developed by our
sc’entists and experts, to indicate as to
how much quantum of rains we are po-
ing to have in a year so that some kind
of warning could be given to the people
living in the areas that may be affected by
landslides and floods. We should kmow
how much rain we are going to have thi-
year so that we could/give warning to the
people.

Lastly, Sir, I would request the Cen-
tral Government that affer receiving a
verification report from the Central team,
they shou!d give more help to the
victms. I have personally visited the
area, I could not gp to other places.
1 could visit enly one affected areas 1n
Aizawl town. It is really a pitiable and
heart.-rending sight. The people are
leaving their houses and shifting to safer
places. They are carrying their belongings
with them. Now they are staying with
their relatives. Fourteen lives have been
losg due io the landslide. Thig  has
not beep mentioned by the Minister in his
statement. That is why I am bringing it
to the notice of thiy House that 14 lives
have been lost. So, through you, I would
request the Agriculture Minister to extend
more help to the Government of Mizoram
for- the flood victims.
