Scarcity  of   Drinking        Water 

@*342. SHRI N. E. BALARAM: Will 
the Minister of URBAN DEVELOPMENT   
be   pleased   to state: 

(a) whether Government are aware of 
the severe scarcity of drinking water in 
Corporation areas in Madras, Trivan 
drum,   Cochin  and   Kozhikhode;   and 

(b) if so. what steps are being taken 
to   tackle   this problem   immediately? 

THE MINISTER OF URBAN DE-

VELOPMENT  (SMT.  SHEILA   KAUL): 
(a) As per the information received from the 
Government of Tamil Nadu and Kerala. 
Madras is facing severe scarcity of drinking 
water, whereas the Corporation areas in 
Trivandrum, Cochin and Kozhikhode arc 
having short supply of water, but the situation 
is not that severe. 

(b) In Madras, the State Government is 
implementing contigency plans for 
improvement of ground water sources, 
mobile water supply, providing additional 
tanks and India Mark-II handpumps and 
bringing water from outside sources. 

In Kozhikhode and Trivandrum, in-*erim 
augmentation of water supply schemes are in 
progress and are likely to be commissioned 
in 1994 and 1996 respectively. A scheme for 
augmentation of water supply in Cochin is 
being prepared by the State Government. 

SHRI N. E. BALARAM: Sir. the non-
availability of drinking water has become a 
very serious problem through-o-.it the 
country hut in certain States and in certain 
areas this problem very acute; that is why I 
have raised the Problem of Corporations like 
Madras, Trivandrum, Cochin and Kozhikode. 
The situation in these areas is very severe 
About 30 per cent of the ward's in Madras are 
not getting drinkine water
