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SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY: I am
going to complete now.

Problems of short distamce railway
passengers counsequent upon intro-
duction of sleeper class

SHRI O. RAJAGOPAL  (Madhya
Madam, I would like to
invite the attention of the House
to a serious situation that is develop-
ing in Kerala, in Tami] Nadu and in
some other places also. Consequent
upon certain decisions taken by the
Railway Minister in the Railway Bud-
get, a special class has been created
called the sleeper class and the rate
of the sleeper class is also very much
higher. This has resulted in a situa-
tion where thousands of short dist-
ance railway passengers are being
put to a great difficulty, Especially in
the State of Kerala, where the lines
are almost saturated, you can’t have
more irains running between places
like Cochin and Trivandrum.  Also,
there are already 21 compartments
jn. the trains and you cannot add any
more number of compartments. You
cannot bring more trains also. In
such a situation, shot-distance pas-
gengers were availing this  facility
to trave] in long-distance trains. Be-
cause of the introduction of this
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new sleeper class, these
are not allowed to travel in these
long-distance trains. This has created
avery peculiar situation where all
members bzlonging to different politi-
cal parties have been compelled to
resort to agitations. Now that is
going on in Kerala. I will not plead
for a position that in all long-dist-
ance trains short-distance passengers
should be allowed. No, that is not
my case. It is not practically pos-
sible also. But in a peculiar situ-
ation where you cannot have more
trains because of saturation, I would
suggest that some provision should
be made by which if there are seats
available, short-distance passengers
should be allowed to travel, maybe
on payment of some additional fare.
This farility should be made available.
Otherwise, it will result in great
hardship for the travelling publie, es-
pecially for those who travel bet-
ween Ernakulam and  Trivandrum.
This is a grave situation which should
ba considered and some political de-
cicion should be taken to see that this
difficulty is set right...

This is 2 new wadon tragedy that
iz being exverienred by the people
in the South. Without casting any

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the South, in the western part of
India and north-eastern part of
India regularly take tickets. But in
the remaining parts, they are regu-
larly irregular in taking tickets. We
are made to suffer due to our honesty.

I happened to travel in the local
areas of States like Bihar where I
saw people entering into even the
first-class and reserved compartments
and there is nobody to check them. Of
course, your area is in Western India
and a different situation exists here.

Now, Madam, unless some serious
rcview is undertaken by the Railway
Ministry, there would be a big prob-
lem and the peace-loving people of
Kerala and the other Southern States
would be forced to take recourse to
very open and direct forms of agita-
tions. Therefore, I urge upon you
to prevail upon the Railway Ministry
to review their decision.
