It has got that pgwer
under the same  Constitution in
Article 363, part XVIII of the Cons-
titution. We have the power to am-
end the Consiitution Bui [ had men-
tioned that both the chambers are
ful] of politicians. We are politicians
and we have our own interests. Any
person who has a larger interest
of the nation at heart will
be the one who has no vesied interasts
in politics. Therefore, I was sugges-
ting that it was high-time that we
gave a thought to it and appointed a
sscond Constituent Assembly  of
eminent personalities of this country
— the intellectuals, the experts
to see that this element of bringing
in com:zinaliem in public life was
nipped in the bud in the Constitution
and not by some other laws like the
One we had—the Representation of
the People Act, 1951. Mr. Vice-Chair-
man, Sir, whenever we get elected at
the ‘Asseinbly level or the  Parlia-
mentary level we come here and
take an ocath to uphold the Constit
ution But I don’t think that we are
very serioys about it. After taking
oath, we go gut and we defy the
same Constitution. Se¢ there is no
mandatory provision in the Constitu-
tion There is no penal provisipn in
the Constitution. Therefore, it will be
pertient to say that we don't rely on
the Representation of the People Act
1851 to see that Act, whoever defies
any elcctoral law is disqualified for Six
years, T don’t think it is proper. We
are also having the  Anti-Defection
Act and the Tenth Schedvle It was
passed in 1985. We have seen under
that Act, there is no penal clause. A
nerson whn gets elected can make a
1at of monev. Tn fact. when he is
disenfranchised. he can et re-e'ec.
tad There is nn» Dvenal provision
Therefore T wauld suggest that all
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our laws, specially election lawg sh-
ould be sych that whenever anyone
violateg this whenever aayone viola-
tes the spirit of the Constltution that
berson, that citizen shguld be debar-
red, disenfranchised for life, That
should be the punishment.
I don’¢ think we should have one
more (ype of Act like the Anti-De-
fection Act where you can come in”
the House the next day Once a
persgn is disqualified, he will go to
the people and get re-elected. He
can make some money. He cap disiri-
bute the money He can buy votes
and come to the House. So it makes
a mockery of the sysiem. It makes
a mockery of the inscitytion So it is
high time that we rise to the occas-
ion, we rise above narrow parochial
ends, narrow political affiljation and
see that we have a  comprehensive
BN right in the statute, right in the
Constitution. I do not know what the
hon. Home Minister has in his mind.
However, he has mentioned yeterday
that he will ecomeforward with some
Bill, we will have an opportunity to
discuss about that Bill . I feel and
my cnleagnes also feel it wil be out-
dated and nullified I hope he will
rot withdraw it but press for it.

We should have such a law that
the candidate shouid not only owe
allegiance to the Cconstitution whea
ne fileg his nominatign but he shauld
alsp give one more affidavil sayjng
that in no way he or his party or
hig supporters will be involved to
incite communal sentiments among
the vgters. We know that political
parties who are professjng commun-
alism have good cadres Most of their
orgainsations have been banned.
There ig a possibility of these cadres
going tg the voters and inciting them
comrmunally. So I feel anyone it {8
not only the candidate any other
citizen inciting the voters commun-
ally should be taken to task It sh-
ould be made a cpgnizable offence.
Only then I feel we wi be protecting
the real svirit of sccularism.

Mr Vice-Chajrman, Sir, I do not
know what the hon. Home Minister
has in his mind, But I hope my
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humble suggestiong will be taken in-
to considertaign,

Last time I was saying that there
wag a cause for Mr. Ahluwalia to sez
that thjs Bill was enforced from the
6th- December, 1992 because 6th Dec
ember was the darkes; day for gur
country. We have seen the aftermath
of 6th December on 12th March,
1993. 1 think the incident of 12th
March, 1993 should put a full stop
to the illfeeling created by the fun-

damentalist organisationg i our co- -

untry with a view tg divide our peo-
ple, with a selfiish motive to grab
power and to grab the chair. T hgpe
they will rise to the occasion, they
will give up their shortsighted aims
to grab power and see that they coo-
perate:and see that the country is
not divided, the country is not com-
partmentalised on community basis
and on race basis. We should evplve
some neyw statute for a real secular
State zo that true democracy, a liv-
Ing democracv can he ushered in in
our country. With these few submis-
sions, Mr. Vice-Chairman 1 ful'y sup-
port and endorse this Bill and I hoPe
that this will sec th2 light of day
soon.

Nobody
now speaks proudly of socialism.
These are ngt even mentioned. May-
be, now the people come together on
the basig of various ideas. It can be
a caste feeling. It can be a religious
homogeneity It can be some lang-
uage affinity. We know in gther co-
untries, there have been  political
parties orgainsed on the basis of reli-
gion and they are fynctigning in a
very democratic manner, Nobody ta-
kes objection to those things. In
West Germany, for example, Christ-
ian Democratic Party is well-known.
In European countrics, oolitical par-
ties based on religiouy homogeneity
are prevalent. Ngw, a thinking has
been propagated. The idea was let
loose by the Communists. It so hap.
pened that the Communists spread
certain ideag lately and the Cong-
ressmen took over those ideas and
carried forward thgse ideas. It was
the Communists who originally bro-
ught forward the idea that religion
and politics should be kept separate.
Religion is such a bad thing. They
said. ‘Don’t bring  about religinn’.
They said that religion and bpolitics
should be kept senarate, This way,
the idea wag snread by them.

The present Bill j< a natural con-
gseduence of that thinking. T this
Bill is passed. what will hapnen? God
forbid, the Bill is passed. If, for
snme unfortunate reaspn, thiz Bill is
passed and if it is to be imvplemen-
ted. what wi'l haoven? In fact, 1
believe, if Mshatma Gandhi was
alive today. he wonu'd not have been
allowed fo carrv an his politieal acti-
vitv. T sav this because. as we know.
Gamdhii] had n=ad raligime cvmhals
religints sentiments. ta tal. hia poli-
tieal idess to the common people. He
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had in all his meetings, Ram dhun.
He introduced the concept of satga-
graha. The Hindu concept of ahmsa
Wag very dear to him. These religous
concepts or spiritual sentiments were
prevalent in the country for the
last thousands of years now.

SHRI S. S. AHLUWALIA. Ahimsa
is not the paternal property of any «
particular religion. It came from
Buddhism also.

DR. JINENDRA KUMAR JAIN:
Janism also.

Askoka became Dhirma Ashoka only
because of Buddhism.

We are functioning under our Con-
stitution, The Constitution assures
that every individual in this country
shall have freedom of worship, that
he shell have equality before law and
that there shall not be a theorcratic
State in this country. Therefore, what
we should aim it is that we should
have a polity in this country, politi-
cal functioning and political organisa-
tions in this country which do not
go against the principles enshrined in
the Constitution. Now, if there is' a
po'itical party which gstands for a
rarticular religion, particular caste, I
deop’t think the technically it cap be
a wrong thing just like, as I mentioned
carlier, the Christian Democratic
Party in a democrafiic country ke
Germany, There is nothing wrong in
Yaving a Muslim Party or a Christir-
Party or some other party, What is
wrong in that? It will be wrong if
you ingist TIf vou olead that there
should be a theocratic state. tbat only
raople belonging to one religion
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should have first-class citizenship and
that people belonging to other reli-
gious should have a second-class citi-
zenship. If somebody says this, this
should not be allowed. There should
not a theocratic State, but there
can be a state in which there can be
political parties formed op the basis
of either political ideologics or even
religious tdeologies. There iz nothing
wrong in it, But it is rather strange
that this Bill has been brought for-
ward by my friend belonging fo a
political party which is openly in alli-
ance with the Muslim League, a poli-
tical party which wanted the division
of the country, a political party which
still believes in the two-nation theory,
a politica] party whose leaders are
not prepared even to light a lamp. I

would just narrate an incident that
happened in Kerala vyecently. The
Muslim League Minister refused to

light a lamp for the purpose of inau-
guration of a ceremony saying he
would not light a 1amp because it was
against his religion, He is a Minister
and belongs to the Muslim League.

DR. JINENDRA KUMAR JAIN:
Sir, there are many problems that
this couniry ig facing. Let us not put
this country under the burdep of in-
dividual perceptions of some hon.
Members, As I said, truth shall pre-
vail. Truth should prevail not that
whatever prevails is the truth, And
the real problem is that what was
prevallings so far has now bcen eyx-
posed. People are not willing to buy

by telling this You are trying to
mislead the nation.
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DR. JINENDRA KUMAR JAIN:
Mr, Narayanasamy, [ am making a
responsible statement on my behalf
and on behalf of my party. This is a
statement which is ngt being made
for the first time. Wg are, after all,
a political party, We have a party
constitution, we have a party mani-
festo and we have 3 party prog-
ramme. Members of any religious
faith can join our party.

SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY. Your
party leaders have said that the
Muslims should g out of India. The
BJP leaders have said that they will
send all the Muslims 1o Pakistan.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN
SIBTEY RAZI): Mr. Narayanasamy,
let him complete. When your chance
comes, you can speak. Yes, Mr Jain,
you keep on speaking.

What I am (rying to say is that this
propagandg that the BJP is anti-Mus-
lim, that the BJP wants the Muslims
to be thrown out of this country,
this disinformation campaign is
Pprecisely what i destroylng
this country, and not what we preach
and practise. We wang the unity of
this country and we want equal opp-
ortunjties to be provided to all. We
believe that India is ene natign and
one peoble. We do not want to See
one segment of the population ag pri-
vileged and another not so. We want
equal opportunities in ail aspects.
whether they are economic or sgcial
or any other aspect of development.
Is this fascism?Is this communalism?
Or ig-this something for which ypu
are trying to ¢nin a fancy word? It
will not help. But it is my duty to
tell the countrymen the truth and jt
is because the countrymen afe Now
appreciting that the pressmt psaudo-
secularism that has been practised =n
far ig wrong, is bad, and the “Sarva
Pant Samahhav” oy ‘Sarva Dharma
Qamnhhav” i e seculavism which
the BTP is nmreaching and nraerising
and which has to be oreferred. That
lg why the peqple’s faith in us now
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is causing problems for them and

did(m» good for this country. Ano-
ghgr great man to whgm T “woyld
Like to pay my homage and whom T
wgg}di like to remind this nation to-
day is fhe great ma. Vivekanafida,
‘In 1898, this Saint of India—some of

my collesgues wang tha ‘all saints
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should be  banned in this count-
ry—ona of thésa ordinary-lockinhg
saints weni - to Chicago in- 1898
ang very proudly told the World Re-
ligious Congress; the Parliament of-
Religions, ‘that Hinduism is not a na-
rrow sectarian concept. He explaln-
ed that Hinduism is not an ‘ism’ of
few, bul it is- a world religion, it a-
a message of welfare for the universal
mankind, Sir. are we not proud of
Mahatma Tilak, are we not proud of
our great seer, Swami Vivekanatida?
And g céentury after that in this
eentenary Year. this attempt to amenfrd
the Cansti*ution bv a person Tiké Mr.
Surendra ‘Singh Ahluwalia. whe be-
longs to the great tradition of Guru
Gobind Siith who creategq Khalsa
Panth, whe used relizion to fight the
attemnts  to enslave this - countrr—
when T am talking on' +his “Bill. the
names of such ‘great leaders  like
Swami Vivekanianda. Tilak and Gdru
Gohind Sirigh come tn mv  mind—is
totaTy misptaced.

stature, was defeateq by a party
“/hich was just formed, Why? It was
b(lecause the people of this country
did not support her emergency mea-
sures. But Mrs. Gandhi had her rele-
vance because after the Janats Party
experiment failed, she was again elec-
ted back to the office. Even if a per-
son of the stature of Mrs. Indira
Gandhi derails the normal politics of
this country, and plays with the ba-
sic principles of the Indian Constitu-
tion, the people of India do not for-
give. What go I advise my friend,
Mr, Ahluwalia? If 3 person of his
stature, which definitely is very high,
tries to tinker with the Indian Cons-
titution for personal partisan po'itical
game, what will be the fate of such
people in the history of this country?
It is for him to conclude. But with
all humility, with al] sincerity, I
would like to oppose the motive be-
hinid sueh a Bil' and I would say
that Jet us be fair. Let us have faith
in the people of India, have faith in
our respective parties and our ideo-
logics. Let us go to them. They are
the best judge. Don’t try to play un-
fair games. Thank you.

SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY: Mr.
Vice-Chairman, thank you for giving
me this opportunity to speak. Our
hon. friend. Shri Ahluwalia has bro-
ueht this Bill which has been in the
mind of every common man and pol-
itician of this country for the rTeason
that religion has been used to the
maximum for volitical gains by some
political parties in this country.

In the Constitution and also in
the Reprcsentation of the People Act,
there is a2 nrovision to the effect that
religion shou'ld no* he mixed with
politics and  the politiral parti=s
should not usa the relizious senti-
ments of the neovle for their politi-
cal game, In spite of it, Sir. the politi-
cal parties and their candidates dur-
ing the time of elections have been
fully utilising the communal senti-
ments of the neon'e of this country for
8 political advantage. And this has
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been solely practised by one political
party which is claiming to be the
major Opposition party in the coun-
try today. In 1984, they used the
card of the religion and sentimental
feelings of the people of this country
and the people rejected them. They
got only two Lok Sabha seats. In
1939, they used Lord Rama on the
Ayodhya issue and gained something
out of it and they found that the
vote bank is there in Ayodhya, and in
the name of Lord Rama in 1991 Par-
liamentary elections, they went all
out in the name of Lord Rama and
trind to kindle the religious senti-
ments of the people in the name of
Hinduism. They said that they were
*he only persons who could save the
people of the country, that theilfS
was the on'y party which could pro-
tect the interests of the majority com-
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munity, the Hindu Community, in the
country, and that the other political
narties, wvarticularly. the Congress.
were not taking care of the interests
nf the majority community. There-
fore, they could gain something which
T frankls admit. :

Sir, mizing religion and polities is
nothing but criminalisation of politics.
India is a secular country where peo-
ple of all faiths, religions, communi-
fles, are living as brothers and sis-
tens. Not only that The people of
all religions live in harmony, whether
it iz a Muslim-dominated area or a
Christian dominated area or a Hindu-
dominated area. Thiis kind of a secu-
lar outloock is the speciality of our
"ndian nation. It has been widely
acclaimed by the nations of the wovrld
But this fabrie, this democratic and
~ncular fabric. is beineg soucht to be
destroved bv the forces of religious
fundamentalism which hag been per-
netrated bv one political party which
rallg itself to be the major political
narty.

Under these circumstapces, this
Bill i, a vital necesiity for the nat.
ion_ for the purpoge of savipg the co.-
untry from the mepace of religious
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to dilate on ¢wo or three important
points which 1 hope, the hon, Mem-
bers in the House, belonging to the
B.J.P., will try to appreciate.
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When the issue of construction of
Ram mandir at Ayodhya was taken
up in a very vigorous manmer, when
a campaign was launched not only by
the B.J.P. and its allies, i.e, the
V.H.P, the R.S.S, and the Bajrang
Dal as well as some sadhus and
munis, who, they claimed, alsy wanted
the construction of Ram mandir at
Ayodhya, they ook a decision that
Shri Advani, the leader of the B.J_P.,
should take vut a Rath Yatra across
the country. At that time Shri V. P,
Singh was the Prime Minister of the
country, At that time when the
Rath Yatra was taken out, we, as a
major political party opposed it for
the simple reagon that it would lead
to communal disturbances in the coun-
try chaos in the country, and that by
doing it, the B.J.P. was {rying to
spread veligious fundamentalism that
it was not for secularism At that
time, our great leader, Shri Rajiv
Gandhi, said openly, told the people
of the country, that this Rath Yatra
was nothing but fanatacism and reli-
gious fupdamentalism. And Sir, what
was said by our great leader came
true. Shri Advanj made this yatra
not as a religious tour used this yatra
not as a means of getting the support
of the people, the Hindus but made
it a political platform apd used ip his
ratham the lotus symbol, which was
the symbol of his party, and he prea-
ched the B.J.P. ideology, himself
saying that he was going to propagate
Hindutva and Hinduism in the coun-
try. We know what happened. Imme-
diately after the yetra left important
cities and towns, communal clashes
started. Thousands of people were
killed. Our brothers and sisters were
killed belonging to both the major
religions, Both Hindus and Muslims
were killed, Who was responsible for
this criminal act? Who was Tresponsii-
ble for the communal disturbances in
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the country? By taking out this
Rath Yatra, what did he achieve?
That was the big question mark. Their
intentions were very clear. The
B.J.P. wanted to fully cash in on the
Hindu sentiments. They wanted to
propagate Hindutva in the country.
By this, they wanted to achieve their
political ends. Therefore, Sir, the
rath yatra was abruptly stopped. Shrj
V.P, Singh arrested Shri Advani, and
the Government headed by Shri V. P.
Singh also fell. Thereafter, the new
President of the BJP came We
thought (hat he would be secular, but
unfortunately he is more theocratic
and religious fundamentalist like the
other leader. He started an ekta
yatrg in the name of uniting all the
religions in the country, which itseli
ijs farce. He also started using the .
Lotus symbol on the rath yatra, He
started giving speeches in the name of
the BJP. He started his rath yatra
from a southern part of the country.
He wanted t0 go up to Srinagar. There
also we cautioned him. We told these
leaders whe wanted to utilise fully
Hinduism and Hindu sentimental feel-
ings of the people of this country for
their political ends. We told them,
“This is going to create communal
holocaust throughout the country.
You are trying to divide the people of
this couniry in the name of religion.
Kindly stop it,” They did not heed to
what we said, The ekta yatra went
to Srinagar, and in Srinagar militants
fired at the people who were goipg in
the rath yatra. Thereafter, the Gov-
ernment had to give protection to the
President of the BJP for the purpose
of hoisting the flag, at which only
police was there and public was ~not

there. This was the result of the
rath yatra, What was achieved by
this? You tried to divide the people

of thig country in the name of reli-
gion, Communal organisations in the
country were rightly banned by our
hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narasimha
Rao. The BIP made a  scathipg .
attack on the Congress Party, saying,
These are al} religious organisations.
They have nothing to do with com-
munal sentiments‘of the people in thig
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country. Therefore, banning of these
organisations is bad,” They have filed
various ‘petitions before various High
Courts, and those petitions are pend-
ing. :

What happened to the BJP, the RSS
and the Bajrang Da] volunteers who
are in these organisati.ons, especially
in the VHP? They collecied huge
funds in the name of religion, They
are collaborating with the BJP even
today., They are openly propagating
the BJP policies, the ideologies of
Hindutva, even today. I request the
hon, Home Minister and the Minister
of State who is sitting here to do
this. Crores of vupees they have col-
lected, the VHP collected, from vari-
ous international organjisations and
also within the country. When we
sought clarifications, the hon. Home
Minister informed that the funds have
been frozen by the Government,
When the ban order came, they with-
drew most of the funds, cvores of
rupees, and those people are keeping
these fundas in various names. They
have to be interrogated, The hon.
Miniister should take action against
them, These funds they are using for
the purpose of criminalisation of poli-
tics in the name of religion, This is a
very vital thing which the hon. Min-
ister has to find out. He has also to
find out their @exus with foreign
agencies, That is a very important
aspect because in the name of religion
0 many activities are going on.

Not only that, but the VHP, the
Bajrang Dal and the RSS workers
have gone underground, Some of
their activists have gone underground,
and they are operating from there
since the organisationg have been han-
ned.

SHRI SATYA PRAKASH MALA-
VIYA: That is a failure of your Gov-
ernment,

SHRT V. NARAYANASAMY. It is
not-a failure of our Government. The
Government is taking action, Where-
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‘ver there is a flaw, I am telling the

Ministex to take action which I am
entitled to, Therefore, you cannot
say that it is a f,ailur‘e of our Govern-
ment.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
THE MINISTRY OF HOME AFF-
AIRS (SHRI RAYESH PILOT);
You had encouraged them so much
that we are taking time to control
them,

SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY: These
péople even today are underground,
and they are working hand-in-glove
wiith the BJP." This is my charge in
this House, Even inside and outside
this House the BJP is showing its
sympathy for these banned organisa-
tions. When some hon  Members
opined that the membership of the
persons who were in communal or-
ganisations should be taken away,

Dr. Jain was objecting to

that, I submit that some of

the persons who are activists

of the BJP or the RSS are
even now Members of the Lok Sabha.
The President of the Bajrang Dal, a
banned orgapisation, is gtill a Mem-
ber of the Lok Sabha. T would like to
know whether his membership is to
be retained, Mt should not be. The
BJP is saying that they have nothing
to do with that, The BJP is playing a
dubious game. Here the BJP people
say they are pious people, they are
religious people, they do not want to
mix veligion with politics, but to the
outside world they are telling that
they are the suffering class of people.
They are going to them to peach Hin-
duism and saying “kindly give your
vote to the BJP.” This is their theory,
They should not be allowed at any
cost to go ahead with this.
