National Policy on Education, 1968 while 

noting that "the regional languages are already 

in use as. media of education at the primary and 

secondary stages" suggested that "urgent steps 

should now be taken to adopt them as media of 

education at the University stage". 'Medium of 

instruction should be mother tongue' is an 

accepted educational principle and the 

Constitution of India also accepts it. In 

consonance with the recommendations of the 

Committee of Parliament on Official Language, 

the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare has 

issued necessary instructions to the State 

Governments in respect of Mecidcal Education 

and the Ministry of Human Resource 

Development has issued suitable instructions to 

the autonomous bodies including technical 

institutions. In respect of Medical Education 

while the States of Haryana, Bihar, Madhya 

Pradesh, Assam, Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan and 

Himachal Pradesh are reported to be 

considering the proposal, the States of Kerala, 

West Bengal, Karnataka and Tamil Nadu are 

reported to have regretted adoption of Hindi
