(c) what are the details of the amount
sanctioned and spent for the revival of
the sick textile mills, state-wise; and

{d) what is the amount of losses at
present of NTC mills and what is the
total accumulated losses of the NTC?

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE
MINISTRY OF TEXTILES (SHRI G.
VENKAT SWAMY): (a) to (c)
Goverminent have approved a Turn
Around Strategy for NTC mills involving
modernisation, restructuring and
rationalisation of surplus workforce
through the Voluntary Retirement
Scheme. Voluntary Retirement Scheme
will also be offered to the officers, staff
and workers of such chronically sick
mills, which have no possibility of
viability and which may have to be closed
down or merged with adjacent units to
ensure viability. The question of closure

or retention of individual mills of NTC.

will depend on the impact on viability of
labour rationalisation now becing done
through Voluntary Retirement Scheme
and other relevant factors. Government
have approved an investment of Rs. 689
crores for implementation of Voluntary
Retirement Scheme, Rs. 533 crores for
modernisation of NTC mills, Rs. 200
crores for improving the liquidity of NTC
mills and Rs: 50 crores for retraining and
rehabilitation of workers procceding on
Voluntary Retirement Scheme. However,
no state-wise allocation has been made in
this regard.
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(d) The accumulated losses of NTC
mills ‘upto 31st March, 1992 were Rs.
2324 crores. During the period April-
November, 1992, NTC mills suffered
provisional net loss of Rs. 314 crores.
