alleviation programmes under implementation 
in the country are (i) Integrated Rural 
Development Programme (IRDP) and (ii) 
Jawahar Rozgar Yojana (JRY). The main 
objective of IRDP is to enable the identified 
rural poor families to rise above the poverty 
line. This objective is sought to be achieved 
by providing income generation assets to the 
beneficiaries through Government subsidy 
and bank loan. As regards JRY this 
programme aims to generate additional 
gainful employment for the 
unemployed/underemployed persons both 
men and women in the rural areas. 

Statements giving details of physical and 
financial targets and achievements under 
these programmes during 1991-92 and 1992-
93 are given in Annexure-I and II 
respectively. [see Appendix CLXVI, 
Annexure No. 291.

(c) and (d) The Integrated Rural 
Development Porgramme is constantly 
monitored and reviewed in consultation with 
the State Govts. Other organisations like the 
Programme Evaluation Organisation (PEO), 
Reserve Bank of India (RBI), the National 
Bank for Rural Development (NABARD), 
Institute for Financial Management & Research 
(IFMR) and many independent studies have 
been made ' on this programme. Since, 1986, a 
process of concurrent evaluation has been ini-
tiated by the Ministry involving a large number 
of reputed research organisations. Three rounds 
of concurrent evaluation in 1986, 1987 and 
1989 have been completed and the fourth 
round has commenced from September, 1992. 
Steps ere regularly taken to remove the 
shortcomings brought out by the evaluation 
reports. 

AB regards JRY, this programme is also 
being independently evaluated through re-
puted and independent research organisations. 
Based on (he evaulation study of JRY made 
during January to December, 1992, necessary 
follow up measures are being taken to   
remove the   shortcomings
