ILast year. our
country could export 17.88 lakh bales
whereas the drop in production, as per
the hon. Minister's reply. is only 5 lakh
hales and the carry-over stock is more
than 35 lakh bales. What is the rationale
behind the move to ban the exports and.
at the same time. allow imports of cotton
and impose selective credit control on
cotton ? What is the rationale behind
taking all these drastic measures to the
advantage of the textile mills at the cost
of cotton growers?

DR. YELAMANCHILI SIVAIJL: Sir,
the Government is adopting a slipshod and
quixotic attitude as far as cotton is con-
cerned, and its exports are concerned.
And the Government wants to fire the
gun of the textile mill lobby on the
shoulders of the handloom weavers. Sir.
we are producing many varieties of cotton
in this country starting from short-staple,
medium-staple, superior-medium-staple,
long-staple as well as superior long staple.
Sir, it is a fact that the long-staple and
the extra-longstaple cotton is not useful
for the handloom weavers. They are
meant for only textile mills. So, what is the
wisdom of the Government in banning
the export of long-staple and extraslong-
staple cotton which is fetching a high
price in the internationa] market? Sir.
part (b) of my question is that in the
international market, the prices are ruling
higher than in the domestic market. And
with the addition of the cost of insurance
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and freight, it goes much more; at leas:,
it 15 50 per cent higher than the domestic
price ag far as the landed price of the
imported cotton is concerned. So, is it
possible for the Government to see that
cotton is imported? And I would like
to know from the hon. Minister whether
the entire export of cotton is intended only
for the State agencies like the Cotton Cor-
poration of India, the Markfeds. ..

MR. CHAIRAN: Please address the
Chair and conclude. You cannot make
a speech.

DR. YELAMANCHILI SIVAIJI: Sir,
as far as the export quota is concerned,
it is intended to be channelled only
through the Cotton Corporation of India
and the other State agencies like the
various Markfeds of the State Govern-
ments. Once they go back on their com-
mitment, they attract the penal provisions.
What are the steps that the Government
proposes to take to see that these State
agencies do not attract any penal provi-
sion when they withdraw from their com-
mitment ?

SHRI G. VENKAT SWAMY: Sir,
today there is a half-an-hour discussion
on this subject and I assure the hon.
Members that I will give all the replies
in the evening during that discussion.

SHRI SUBRAMANIAN SWAMY; Sir,
the ban on raw cofton export is part of
the cock-eyed economic policy that is now
being pursued. For example, the Fin-
ance Minister has raised the price of gas
and rice but he has reduced the pricg
of cosmetics and I don’t know under
whose influence he has brought in this
kind of distorted priority. The Textila
Minister says that in order to the control
the price of textiles, the cotton exports
have to be banned. The fact of the
matter is that the Textile Ministry fs un-
derwriting the inefficiency of the textile
industry and the farmers who can earn
almost double what they are getting here,
and therefore invest that amount for in-
creasing the yield in cotton are being de-
prived. So, rather than defending it, let
the Textile Minister inform. us whether
he is aware that under the new GATT
