6573. SHRI IQBAL SINGH: Will the
Minister of TEXTILES be pleased to
state:

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE

VENKAT SWAMY): (a) to (c) The
Government has a Jlong-term cotton
export policy which stipulates that five
lakh bales of cotton would be exported at
the beginmng of the cotton season and
subsequent releases would be made
thereafter keeping in view the domestic
availability and prices. The three main
objectives of the cotton export policy are:
(a) Stabilisation of cotton prices which is
important for both the growers as well as
the industry (b) ensuring remunerative
prices to the cotton growers and (c)
maintaining India’s presence in the
international markets as a stable supplier
of cotton. While releasing quotas for
exports, the Government tries to strike a
balance: between the interests of the
cotton growers on the one hand and that
of the handloom weavers and the textile
industry on the other.
