THANGKA BALU. @) The National
Commission ror Minorities was constituted
under the National Commission tor Minormes
Act, 1992 on 17th May, 19y3. Tne
Commision had received various rep-
resentations and also some complaints and
upto end of March' 94 their number comes to
about 450.. These include complaints
regarding  discriminations and  other
grievances of the minorities on account of
compensa-teion to the riot-affected persons,
recruitment, bank, loans, police atrocities and
non-implementation of 15-Point Programme
etc.

Some of the complaints relate to non-
recognition of minority managed educational
institutions, permission to start technical
educational institutions and admission to
minority managed institutions. These relate to
Article 30 of the Constitution about saieguard
for the Right of Minorities to esiabnsn and
administer educational institutions..

(b) Keeping in view the nature of
complaints received by the Commission, the
Commission has not demand it fit and proper
to exxeroise the powers of a Civil Court

vested in it under the National Commision for
Minorities Act 1992.
