(a) the efforts made by Government 

through various agencies for exploration 

of petroleum and natural gas reserves in 

Gujarat; 

(b) the achievements made so far in 

these efforts; 

(c) the expenditure incurred on these 

exploration work during the last three 
years; and 

(d) by when oil and natural gas 

reserves are likely to he utilized for 

commercial and consumption purposes? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE 

MINISTRY OF PETROLEUM AND 

NATURAL GAS (CAPT. SATISH 

SHARMA): (a) The entire area of 

Gujarat has been covered by 

Aeromagnetic survey, geological 

mapping, gravity magnetic and seismic 

surveys. A total of 1569 exploratory wells 

have been drilled over 206 prospects. In 

addition, Govt, have offered acreages in 

Gujarat State to private companies for 

exploration under produciton sharing 

contracts under various rounds. 

(b) Hydrocarbons have been 

discovered in 78 prospects in Gujarat 

which resulted in establishment of 

geological reserves of 1034.5 MMT of oil 

and oil equivalent of gas (O+OEG) as 

on 1.4.1993 of which 391.77 MMT are 

recoverable. 
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
