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developments and steps being taken by
Government to start a dialogue utilising
this favourable situation?

Even though terrorist violence has
continued at a high level, there is a
perceptible  qualitative change in the
situation and in the mood of the people,
who appear to be fed up with the
continuing mindless violence and the
activities of the militants. The effort of
the Government is to consolidate on this
situation, so that conditions can be
created for reactivation of the political
process and the democratic institutions,
even as sustained pressure is being
maintained on the elements. Towards the
above end, discussions are being held on
a continuing basis with representatives of
political groups at the national and State
level. Government arc not averse to
talking with any person or group who is
willing to cooperate and contribute
towards the restoration of normalcy and
peace in the State.

Privatisation of Police Force

Police' is a State subject. As such, the
question of the Central Government
approving privatisation of police forces in
States does not arise. The Central
Government is also not aware of any
State Government taking up such a
proposal, issuing identity cards etc.
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
