The investment in plant
and machinery in these units in 1991-92
was about Rs. 2,000 crores. The projec-
ted 1investment js expected to  be
Rs. 4,500 crores by 2000 AD.

In view of a very large
number of plastic processing units ope-
rating in the country and as a result of
bealthy competition. the prices of these
goods are expected to bs fajr.
