EDUCATION AND DEPARTMENT OF
CULTURE) (KUMARI SELJA): (a) In
accordance with the Recruitment Rules,
33-1/3% posts of TGTs & PGT in Kendriya
Vidyalayas are filled by promotion from
PRTs and TGTs respectively.

(b) No post of TGT and PGT was
filled by direct recruitment during 1991-92
and 1992-93 in 1espect of General category.
However 271 candidates were recommended
! for appointment as TGTs and 186 candi-
dates as PGTs in special recruitment drive
of identified backlog vacancies, for SC/
ST in 1992-93. In 1993-94, 1785 and 1554
oilers of appointment have been issued for
the post of TGT anl PGT respectively
against Direct Recruitment quota.

In all 373 PRTs were promoted as TGQT
during 1991-92 and 1992-93. 156 TGTs and
i37 TGTs were also promoted to the post

of PGT during 1991-92 anl 1992-93 res-
pectively.
