Y.N. Chaturvedi, Additional Secretary

mitted its report. 

(b) The main recommendations made by the 
Group under Shri Chaturvedi include, (i) 
advice for greater teacher participation in 
curriculum development activities ; (ii) 
screening of all school textbooks for repetitive 
and trivial matters, and experiment-orientation 
to science education ; (iii) due emphasis on 
cultural heritage in the teaching of history; (iv) 
encouragement of syllabi conducive for better 
understanding and intelligent application 
rather than rote-memory for attaining high 
marks ; (v) setting up of regulatory mechanism 
to ensure that pre-schools do not put undue 
academic burden on young children, and (vi) 
to ensure that school function for atleast 210 
days in an academic year. The implementation 
of the recommendations made in the Yashpal 
Committee Report depends largely on the 
view taken by the State Governments as 
School Education is mainly in their purview.
