In pursuance of the Programme of Action, 
1992, with a view to accelerate educational 
development of educationally backward 
minorities, the Government have launched a 
scheme of Area Intensive Programme for 
Educationally Backward Minorities. Under the 
scheme, in the first instance, only the 
following 41 Districts have been identified as 
having concentration of edu-cationally 
backward minorities: 

Rampur, Bijnor, Moradabad, Saharanpur, 
Muzaffarnagar, Meerut, Bahraich, Gonda, 
Ghaziabad, Pilibhit, Deoria, Barabanki, 
Basti, Murshidabad, Malda, West Dina-pur, 
Birbhoom, Nadia, 24 Parganas (North), 24 
Parganas (Sourth), Cooch-Bihar, Howrah, 
Malapuram, Kozhidode, Cannanore, 
Palghat, Wyanad, Purnea, Katihar, 
Darbhanga, Bidar, Gulbarga, Bijapur, 
Greater Bombay, Aurangabad, Hyderabad, 
Kurnool, Gurgaon, Bhopal, Jaisalmer and
