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the National Council of Educational Research 
& Training (NCERT), 250 schools with the 
name 'Composite Model Schools' have been 
established in the Union Territoy of Delhi 
only and in no other State or Union Territory 
of the Country. These schools owned and 
maintained by Delhi Administration are not 
funded by the Government of India. While the 
other schools run by Delhi Administration are 
from class VI onwards, the 'Composite Model 
Schools' start from Pre-primary/Pri-mary 
Stage onwards. Extra funds are sanctioned by 
Delhi Administration to the 'Composite Model 
Schools' for purchase of swings and other 
articles for use of little children. The 
Administration have also sanctioned one post 
of Hobby Teacher and one post of    Ayah in 
these schools.
