(a) and (b) The Scheme of Supply of
Improved tool! kits to the rural artisans
living below the poverty line was launch-
ed in 1992-93. 162 districts were covered

in the country during 1992.93 and
1993-94. Selection of the districts is
done by the State Governments. In

Gujarat 6 districts have been covered till

March, 94. Bhavanagar district has not yet,

been sclected by the State Government.

(¢) Under the scheme, a tool kit cost-
ing an average of Rs. 2000/- is provided
to the rurzl artisan. 909% cost is borne
by the Central Government as subsidy
and only 10% is to be contrxbuled by
the artisan. Training is given to the
artisans in the use of these tools. ‘The
scheme enables the artisans to enhance
the quality of product, increase the pro-
duction and income and reduce the drud-
gery.
