So we have gone
with the first demand everywhere, that the
first preference—our preference—is for in-
frastructure. Lots of difficulties have been
encountered. The Electricity Boards, for
instance, in the States are not doing too
well and, in any case, power is in the
State sector. So, the question of creating
coordination between the Central Govern-

ent clearances and clearances at the
State level had to be addressed, which
have been addressed quite successfully
cxcept in the case of a few States. This
is a continuous process. In some States
there has been remarkable improvement.
In some States they are still lagging be-
hind. -So the picture is bound to be mixed
for some time to come. So hon. Mem-
bers would kindly bear with the Govern-
ment while these efforts are going on. In
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fact, I want the hon. Members to help the
Government in creating this infra-
structure, creating conditions of co-ordina-
tion. If we give a grant, at least the
grant should be spent for the puposes for
which it is given. If clearances are given,
the clearances have to be acted upon. So,
all this is happening in some States, not
happening in some other States.
