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(e) and (f) Only a limited quantity of
superior quality of pulses is allowed to be
exported, so that the interests of the
vulnerable sections of the society are not
adversely affected. The maximum ceiling
released for export of pulses during 1994-95
is! 10.000 Metric Tonnes. Since import
of'pulses is freely allowed, importers are free
to import different varieties of pulses. The
quantity of pulses imported and exported
during the last three years are as follows :—

Incentive Scheme, 1993, due considerations
were given to the proposals of the
Government of Maharashtra and incentives
were provided at 100 per cent for 8 years for
new sugar factories in High Recovery Area
and 100 per cent for 9 years and 66 per cent
for the 10th year for Other Recovery Area in
the New Incentive Scheme announced on 10-
3-1993. So far as recovery zone is concerned,
Maharashtra falls in the High Recovery Area
whereas Andhra Pradesh falls in Other
Recovery Area.
