MARGARET ALVA): (a The Prevention of
Corruption Act, 1947 was enacted to make
effective provisions for the prevention of bribery
and corruption. This act was comprehensively
amended in 1988 to make it even more effective.
Similarly the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973
and the Commissions of Inquiry Act, 1952 were
amended in 1990.

(b) The Lokpal Bill, 1989 was introduced
in the Lok Sabha on 29th December, 1989. It
was proposed that the jurisdiction of Lokpal
should cover complaints of corruption, within
the meaning of the Prevention of Corruption
Act, 1988, against the Union Council of
Ministers including the Prime Minister.

(c) The Lokpal Bill, 1989 was not
withdrawn; this Bill lapsed on the dissolution
of the 9th Lok Sabha on 13th March, 1991.

(d) The campaign against corruption is a
continuing effort. The agencies like CBI are
activated to pursue cases vigorously and the
concerned laws are reviewed and amended
whenever necessary to achieve the desired
results.
