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KUMARI SELJA : It does not directly come
out of the question we are answering. So, I
would require a separate notice for this
question. But, since the hon. Member has
asked a general question, I can also give him a
general reply. The Yashpal committee went
into the question of load and the burden. We
have discussed this at several levels. It was
discussed recently with the States. In the
Central Advisory Board on Education there
was a 'very exhaustive discussion. All the State
Education Ministers took part in the
discussion. It has gone back to the States. They
have bean asked to hold a widespi'ead discus-
sion in the States and then come back.

SHRI DINESHBHAI TRIVEDI : But you
are spending time in discussing, discussing
and discussing. Why can't you, for heaven's
sake, implement something?

SHRI VENOO SHARMA The hon.
Minister has stated that liberal marking will be
adopted. But those questions which were not
within the purview of the syllabus and were
not known to the students, they might not have
attempted. Because the question paper was
lengthy and the time was short, they might not
have been able to complete their questions.
Because those questions might not have been
attempted, even this liberal marking will not
help. WiU the Minister kindly explain how the
liberal marking will help' them or will some
grace marks in this context be given to the
students?

KUMARI SELJA : May I reiterate once
agaio that nothing was found to be out of
syllabus in the question. But we have admitted
that some questions were a little lengthy and
we feel that the new marking scheme—as one
of the hon. Members here himself expressed
satisfaction—will be helpful in this ragard.

SHRI VENOD SHARMA : Mr. Chair
man, Sir, I want to know if they will give
some grace in marking to the students, be
cause the liberal marking____

MR. CHAIRMAN : Liberal marking in-
cludes grace marks. The hon. Minister has
also said that nothing was out of the syllabus.
{Interruptions) Anyway, it is a liberal attitude.
What we need in my view is that those who
set the question papers should
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be more competent. This is
which we have forgotten.

NAUNIHAL SINGH : Mr. Chairman,
Sir, in another instance, may I know from the
Minister whether it is a fact that one question
of 25 marks was missing from the Class XII
Hindi  typewriting examination  paper
conducted in March, 1994 the Central Board
of Secondary Education ? If so, what is the
action taken by the Government to rectify this
lapse ? May I know from the Minister whether
someone has been punished for this act of
omission ? What are the measures
contemplated by the Government to avert such
a situation in future ?
