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Expansion     of Fertilizer  Plants 

1356. SHRI K. M. KHAN: Will the 
Minister of CHEMICALS AND' 
FERTILIZERS be pleased to state: 

(a) whether expansion of some 
fertilizer plants has been under. 
taken in the country during 1991-92, 
1992-93 and 1993.94; 

(b) if so, the names of such plants 
State and Territory-wise, during 
each year and if not, the reasons 
therefor; 

(c) whether Government have any 
programme for further expansion of 
these plants during 1994-95 and 
1995-86; 

(d) if so, the details thereof and if  not,   
the  reasons  therefor; 

(e) whether Government propose to set 
up more plants during Eighth Plan in States 
and Union Territories where requirement of 
fertilizers is   very  high;   and 

(f) if so, the details thereof and if  not,  
the reasons therefor? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF CHEMICALS AND 
FERTILIZERS (SHRI EDU-ARDO 
FALEIRO): (a) to (d) No expansion of any 
existing fertilizer plant was completed during 
the last three years, although some new plants 
did go into production during this period. The 
major expansion/ modernisation projects 
currently under implementation are as 
follows: 

(i) The capacity of the Vijaipur (Distt. 
Guna, Madhya Pradesh) plant; of 
National Fertilizers Limited is being 
doubled, to produce additional 7.26 lakh 
tonnes of urea per annum. The project is 
likely to be completed in October, 1996. 

(ii) The capacity of the Aonla (Distt 
Bareilly, Uttar Pradesh) of IFFCO is 
being doubled to produce additional 
7.26 lakh tonnes of urea per annum. The 
project is likely to be completed in 
October,  1996. 
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(iii) Fertilizers And Chemicals Travancore 
Limited are implementing a project for 
setting up a 900 tonnes per day ammonia 
plant at Udyogmandal (Kerala), which is 
likely to be mechanically completed in 
September, 1996. 

(iv) Madras Fertilizers Limited are 
implementing a project for 
modernisation/expansion of their plants 
at Manali (near Madras) which will 
increase the production capacity of urea 
from 885 tonnes to 1475 tonnes per day, 
besides energy saving. The completion 
schedule is 30 months from 1.1.1993. 

(e) and (f) Two new gas-based ammonia 
.urea plants in the private sector, one each at 
Babrala (Uttar Padesh) and Shahjahanpur 
(Uttar Pradesh) are currently under im-
plementation. Both of these plants will 
together produce about 14.50 lakh tonnes of 
urea per annum. The Babrala project is 
expected to be completed in the third quarter 
of 1994-95, while that at Shahjahanpur is 
expected to be completed in the third quarter 
of 1995-96. Gas allocation has also been 
indicated for a medium sized ammonia-urea 
plant based on gas from Krishna-Godavari 
basin. 

 

 

Revival Schemes for Calcutta-based

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF CHEMICALS AND 
FERTILIZERS (SHRI EDU-ARDO 
FALEIRO): (a) Yes, Sir. The Board for 
Industrial and Finan_ ancial Reconstruction 
(BIFR) has published draft schemes for 
revival of two sick Central Public Sector 
Enterprises in Pharmaceutical Industry that 
have their registered offices in Calcutta.
