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centres as well as for small hospitals but not
for bigger ones which are not situated in the
rural areas.

SHRI RAIJNI RANJAN SAHU: Only
construction of buildings for the hospitals will
not do. The running of hospitals by the
Government in the rural “reas is very
unsatisfactory. So, construction of buildings
only will not do. The running of hospitals will
also be required. When you spend money on
the construction of hospitals if they are not
being run, it win b, of no use.

SHRI RAMESHWAR THAKUR: | will
only say one thing. Under this programme it
was not evisaged. There are schemes under
which certain hos_. pitals constructed and run
by public institutions are being helped by the
State Governments and also partially by the
Central Government, in both capital
expenditure and revenue expenditure. They
come under the Health Ministry and not under
the Rural Development Ministry.
