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(c) The NCERT, has reported that
occasionally small quantity of paper
received from the HPC was found
damaged or defective. Quantities of such
damaged or defctive paper were found to
be insignificant and that all such
quantities are replaced by the HPC after a
joint inspection, as per the contractual
provisions.

(d) The practice of advance payments
is in vogue with DGS&D and other
government departments. The HPC has
been supplying paper to DGS&D and
such other Government departments
against advance payments. The
Ministry of Human Resource evelopment
has followed this practice, with the
provision of 100% advance payment in
the contract. The NCERT too, is
following this practice, with partial
modification by pegging the advance
payments to 98.7% only.
