MALHOTRA: Will the Minister of
CHEMICALS AND FERTILIZERS be pleased
to state:

(a) whether the IDPL (RSO, Madras) has
entered into an agreement (1989-90) with some
firms appointing them as" Institutional Agency"
for procurement of orders from the Government/

(a) to (d) As reported by IDPL, appointment of
Institutional Agents is a prevalent practice in
the Pharmaceutical Industry Sector. In terms of
the contractual agreements, IDPL has paid a
sum of Rs. 129 lakhs to such agents during the
period from 1989-90 to 1993-94.

IDPL has reported that it has terminated
the said contracts with the agents on the 31st
March, 1994 as per the current policy of the
company to make supplies to state Government
Institutions through authorised distributors of
the company, wherever this is permitted by the
concerned State Government.
