As per the
latest information available, during the years
1989, 1990 and 1991-92, the total number of
such organisations having reported foreign
assistance were 9132, 9316 and 9012 with
assistance to the tune of Rs. 76085.80 lakhs,
Rs. 94547.80 lakhs and Rs. 141213.46 lakhs
respectively. These assistance may have been
utilised for one or all of the above objectives.

OF CULTURE) (KUMARI
SELJA): (a) to (c) Under the Scheme of
Propagation of Hindi Abroad being
implemented by Government of India, four
Hindi Teachers have been deputed to Trinidad
& Tobago, Surinam and Guyana through the
Indian Council for Cultural Relations. No Hindi
Techers have been deputed to Somalia, Malaya
and Burma, For the selection of Hindi Teachers,
Indian Council for Cultural Relations invites
nominations of scholars. from Indian
Universities/Institutions. Candidates short listed
are invited for interviews by a Selection
Comnmittee of experts. Candidates selected on
the recommendations of the Selection
Committee are placed in order of merit as
Professors/Assaciate  Professors/Assit.
Professors. As and when a vacancy arises in
respective categories curiculum vitae of
scholars in panel is sent to receiving side,
Receiving side informs Indian Council for
Cultural Relations their choice in order of
preference. Accordingly scholars are offered
appointments. However, in cases where Indian
Council for Cultural Relations is liable on pay
and emotuments, scholars are deputed as pey
order of merit. Candidates not in panel of Indian
Council for Cultural Relations are not
considered.
