On 13 July 1994, the Union Home Minister
held a meeting with leaders of major political
parties to discuss the provisions of the Tamil
Nadu Backward Classes, Scheduled Castes,
Scheduled Tribes (Reservation of seats in
Educational Institutions and of appointments
or the posts in the Services under the State)
Bill, 1993. The general consensus among the
leaders was that the Bill should be assented to.
