454. SHRI S. S. AHLUWALIA: Will 
the PRIME MN1STER be pleased to 
state: 

(a) whether it is a fact that a number of SSI 
Units have either closed down or are at the 
verge of closure after the imposition of levies 
in current year's Budget and SSI units 
represented against these levies; 

(b) if so, what are the details thereof; and 

(c) what action Government propose 
to take  to  save the SSI from imminent 
closure? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE

ARUNACHALAM): (a) and (b) A number 
D" Federation and Associations of small scale 
units have in their representations expressed 
fear that the imposition offevies in the current 
year's Budget May result in closure of a 
number of small scale units resulting in 
laRGe scale unemployment of workers. 
However,, from the reports received so far 
there is no concrete evidence to prove that a 
number of SSI units have closed down or are 
on the verge of c'osure on accou-if of 
imposifi- n of levies  in  ths  current Budget. 

(c) The Government is providing various 
facilities and incentives to ensure continued 
growth of this sector wnile a small percentage 
of units may be facing difficulties ties and 
getting closed, the overall growth rate 
achieved by this sector   is   satisfactory.
