SELJA); (a) to (d) Yes, Sir. During 
season 1991-92 approval was given to 
explore Wazeho area of Phek district; 
in addition during the season 1992-93 
approval was given to explore the 
Chungliyimti area of Tuensang district 
and Changki area of Mokokchung 
district of Nagaland, to Directorate of 
Art and Culture Government of 
Nagaland. The Districts Phek and 
Tuensang are bordering Burma. The 
exploration undertaken revealed stone 
age habitation of neolithic period and 
the antiqui ties comprised neolithic 
celts, stone 'earrings, grinding stone, 
mullers, pestles and pottery lid-knob.
