In the recently concluded Olym-
piad at Hongkong six contestants
were sent on the basis of selections
made by the NBHM. The contes~
tants won three Silver and three Bro-

- nze Medals each. The .enthusiasm

generated through the intensety comp-
etitive selection process and the sati-
sfactory performance at the Interna-
tional level is bound to stimulate
greater striving for achievement of
excellence in Mathematics on the
part of the gifted students.
