Madam, through
you, T wish to point out that the manner
in which it was structured, the social and
politica climate, particuarly in the 1980s,
had been in the hands of the ruling party.
We have the decade of the 19805 out
standing in the memory of India. We
had the Ogperation Blustar in Tunjabi; we
had the Assam Agitation; we had the
Operation BB'uestar in Punjab; we had
the Operation Woodrose, we had the
o the Capital of this nation. T finl thig
prisly busines; of head-count extermely
distastefu]l but we cannot run away from
reality and hence the counting goes on.
The state in which this nation gds itself
today is the direct consequence of misrule
n J&K. To continug thelist,in 1986, the
Congress arranged for a court of local
magistra‘a to have the locks of the Ram
Tanmabhoomi-Babri Masjid opened. The
farce of the Shah Banoan inhuman chrade
that was played on this nation. In 1989,
the then Leader of the Congress and the
then Prime Minister conducted Shilanyas
anl Tanched his campaign from Ayodhya
and then wpoke of Mam Raj. Memories
are both short and jnconvenient. Dimen-
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sion of miral Yesponsibility—this was a
negotiated process-the 6th of December,
.1992. Tt was a negotiated process. Every-
body sat across the table to negotiate to
see that we would overcome this hurdle
collectively and peacefully and the Prime
Min'ster was the principal negotiator in
this very negotiation. He mnepgotiated the
6th December. It was with his tacit con-
sent and approval that whatever happened
happened. It is a matter of great regret
ihat till today neither the Government nor
the Prime Minister of this country  has
said anything other than voicing that he,
the Prime Minister, was betrayed. I fail
to see how he can betray himself. He
betrayed the NIC who reposed confidence
and faith in him that he will take the
necessary  measures. He  betrayed the
other parties who empowered him to do
what he thought fit to resolve this prob-
lem and yet again, the Prime Minister
betrayed this nation. I say again, because
‘o help refresh your memories, in 1984,
this very Prime Minister was the then
Home Mimnister. It was expected  that
in the face of this agi‘ation we would
have had statesmanship, we would  have
had leadership and we would have talked
of giant men. Instead, what we witnes-
sed was the following:

The Government failed to respond
odequately. 1t was expected that there
would be violence in the country. I

salute the people of this mnation because
the true spirit of secularism ~ amongst
India awnd this vielence was ablz to con-
tain itself. It did not contain itself be-
cause of the police bullets, it did not
contain itself because of the awesome
presence of the Armed forces. It con-
tained itself because an Indian empathises
with an Indian and henze I salule the
people that the people did not give in to
petty politicking of a handful of our poli-
ticians who. are trying to take this mnation
astray: The Government failed to protect
the honour of this nation. I do not want
to dwell, because it is so hurtful, on the
image that we have left internationally of
what happened in Baagladesh, what hap-
pened in Pakistan and what happened in
the U.R. In response to this, we witnes-
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sed unbelievable insensitivity. The Go-

‘vernmen; speaks of building the mosque.

Then it backed out, then it retracted.
The Home Minister says, ‘“six months™.
The Defence Minister says, “onme year”
and the Prime Minister says no‘hing. The
Government has banned the organ‘sations
after giving them four days’ notice and
then there was nothing about it  after
that. The next step of the Government
is largely to meet i's own internal diffe-
rences. It dissollved the Stae Govern-
ments which have been duly elected. This
is an old habit, die-hard, of the Congress.

‘At one time, Andhra Pradesh was also

victim of this. The people of this nation
will not stand by and watch you commit
the consti‘utional folly and cause blas-
pheme on what has been practised demo-
cratically for so many years in this nation.
The path that the Congress has adop‘ed
for itself is of self-destruction and it is
of least importance to- me—+the political
outcome of the fall-out of your political
fortunes. What you require .is mercy
killing. enthanasia. All support sys‘ems-
artificial and otherwise-have been cut off
from you. Please wake up. The Prime
Minister has to resigh. No individual ‘is
worth the price that this nation is paying.
it costs me an extra effort to make ihis
demand.

My party did not cnntest this man’s
election in my State. We talked of
Telugu pride. The nation is above
Telugu’s pride. The time has come,
if we are sincere about assuaging the
sentiments. if we are tfalking of a
secular set-up, if we are talking of
the norms and decencies of our de-
moecracy. when the Prime Minister
should stsp down. Wit a single step
vou will be able to undo what you
are repeatedly, foolish'y  doing... (In-
terruption) . ..

Much is being said °
about and attributed to Shiv Sena in-
side the House as also outside, As
one of the representatives of Shiv
Sena in this augusy House. T would
like to Set the record straight and put
the facts in right perspective regard-
ing this Avodhya incident and Shiv
‘Sena’s views on this. T would urge
upon vou Madam, not to put my time
limits and allow me to complete what
I want to say.
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Madam, many speakers have  al-
ready expressed their opinion o
Ayodhya incident in this House, but
I somehow feel they are not on the
right track. I am saying so because
Wwe are discussing what transpired in
Ayodhya on 6th of this month. We
are alsp discussing the past Ayodhya
situation in the country specially the
orgy of killings across the states,

My party, Shiv Sena is of the firm
cpinnioa  that while discussing this
Ayodhya agair it is necessary to go
back to the historical backgrounl of
this in order to understand the things
in their real perspective,

We talk of Hindutvg and stres: the
necessity to project and attain Hin-
dutva but why? Hindutva is our word
for what we call nationalism. By
Hindutva we imply pure nationalism
and nothing else, The media includ-
ing newspapers and the public in
general have not uaderstood this cor-
rectly and hence lot of ill-will aad
misunderstanding.

Madam, I want to cite historical
example. Mahatma Gandhi, Sardar
Vallabhai Patel. Pt. Jawahar Lal
Nehru, Barrister Modh. Jinha and
Liyagat Ali—they all and other
fought the British empire unitedly
with the Tri-colour in their hands.
They all used to sing together the
song. “Vande Mataram..." But it is
very unfortunate that there are some
people today who are refusing to
sing “Vande Mataram...” Where
will such people lead this Country
to?

In the name of secularism, we are
adjusting with such people as are
jnsulting our nationalistic traditions
and heritage. It is such acts of these
people which are creating doubts in
our minds about the intentions of
such people.

Madam, In the country and abroad,
ericket and hockey matches are play-
ted bteween Indian team and the teams
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frorr'x Pakistan. If India loses and
Pakistan wins the match, there are

some people in the country who dis-
tribute sweets and  celebrate the de-
feat of our nationa] team. When we
Gee such behaviour of people in our
own counfry, at times one wonders
if we are living in India or Pakistan.
And such pattern of behaviour and
acts by some segments of our popu-
lation vitiate the atmosphere and re-
sult in builling tensions among groups
of people,

We are talkng about the demolition
of disputed structure in Ayodhya aon
December 6. But it is astonishing to
note that no one is willng to lalk
about the history behind the dispute.

After Independence, we have dest-
royed many monuments and structur-
es built in this country by the British
rulgrs, Like one in Mumbai, the
‘Kala Ghoda’, the Black Horse with
an English man riding on it It was
one of the most beautiful works from
archaelogical point of view which wa
removed. In Delhi, the hame of Will-
ipgton Hospital was changed to Ram
Manohar Lohia Hospital, Why dd we
do all this? To restore our sense of
national honour and self-respect,
When we see a road in Delhi named
after Aurangazeb, who imposed  ‘iii-
ya Tax on Hindus we suddenly get
a sting of a scorpion bite.

SATISH PRADHAN: I wish
to draw your attention towards the
large-scale violence that took place
in Mumbai after the Ayodhya inci-
dent, I live in distrct Thans and there
was pot a single  incident that took
place in Bhiwandi of Thaae district,
considered to be a troublespot. I
ckliberately . wish to highlight this
to tell you why no incident ionk place
in Bhiwandi. We had taken precau-
tions so that such incidents do not ha-
ppen there. T will request oyr Hon'’ktle
members to ensure that adequate pre-
cautions are taken in their oonstituen-
cies so as not to allow recurrence of
such incidents.

Who ‘was behind the riots in Mum-
bai? According to the statement given
by the DCP. Mumbai, people were in-
cited 'to indulge is violence, They
were Mulla Maulvis. Thy DCP has
alsp revealed that arms and ammuni-
tions worth Rs. 50 lakhs had been
smurgled into Mumbai and Thane
dist- icts from Pakistan. The Indian
Exp ess' has also reported - :imilar rews
or tms smuggling from Pakistan.,

[RAJYA SABHA]
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" It is time we give a serious thought
to these matters. What has the Central
Government decided to do further
in this matter?

In many of the mosqucs. the arms
and ammunition are being piled up.
We have brought this to the notice
of the government on several occas-
ions.

In the riots this time, police were
fired at by people from he mosques
in Mumbai. As a result many jawans
and inspectors of police were killed.
Afier this the police sought permis-
sion to fire in the direction of mos-
yaes, vag The  povermmerd  teiused
permission. Till the last moment,
permission was nhot granted by Police
Control Room in Mumbai. As a con-
sequence many police personnel have
lost their lives.

Everyone must ponder over this
particular point in Mumbai. I am not
in a position to give you all ih: details
due to paucity of time.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI-
MATI JAYANTHI NATARAJAN):
Now please sit dowa Mr. Pradhan,
you have taken ten minutes, please
conclude now.

. SHRI SATISH PRADHAN: We
should do some serioug thinking on
all this with a clam and composad
mind. After the incident of December
8, there began the ‘politics of revenge’
After the incident of December 6,
what was required to be done was
not to.-fiad. faultg wéth BIP but io find
a Wway- out to . avert ' the pepercus-
sions of the inciden. Tuere
are many  intellectuals in  the
Hoyse. They shounld ponder on
this subject. But, we are . only trying
to find faults with each other..

To dismiss the governments and to
impose ban on some Orpanisation is
mot a solution a¢ all. Even to resport
to firing is no solution. We are prac-
tising politics and vowing by M2hatma
Gandhi. But we tend to forget that
it was Mahatma Gandhi who beave
the message of peace and non-violen~
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ce. Mahatma Gandhi used to offer his
other cheek if he wag hit or slapped
or one. But that too we have forgot-

-ten, People today think in terms of
revenge,

Many leaders do make jt a point to
pay visits to the riot-effected areas.
H_ere too, there are disparities. These
visits as a matter of fact are confined
to Muslim colonies only and not the
ones inhabitated by Hindus, No leader
goes to offer condolences or tp ex-
press solidarity with the affected
families in the Hindu cglonijes,

No onc is really prepared to isten
to the woes of Hindus. The net con-
sequence of this wilful neglect of the
Hindus by politicall eadership will
result n a serious explsion and we
may not be able tobearits impact. I
only pray that this will not happen.
And to avoid such athingwe must do
something.

The Central Government is talking
of rebuilding the Masjid at the dis-
puted site. But this very government
has not even mentioned about re-
ouilding of hundreds of temples Geu-
troyed by Muslims in Jammu and
Kashmir. Let’s all give a deep thought
to the discriminatory treatment being
meted out to the Hindus by his gov-
ernmen in this country.

The incidents of 6th December have put
all of us, if ip nothing else, in an intros-
pective mood. We must think aboug it
and come to some conclusion as to what
happened, Sy far as the incident is com-
cerned, I was reading in the Press today—
I do not know if it is correct—that one
of the hon. Ministers of the Government
had the entire incident videoed for six
hours. If it is videoed, I don’t see any
reason as to why the Mmistry of Infor-
mation and Broadcasting has not used it
because that is something which the nation
must know, what is right, what i wroag
and what has happened, I think it is worth
knowing. One of the interestng aspects
reported in the Fress is that the video-
taping says, “the activilies of the demo-
lition-squad continued tiil 11.30 in the
night,” that is, the new structure that
was put up was continued till 11.30 p.m.
I would like the hon. Minisier to tell us
if what the Press has reported is correct
or not. I am not also going to say as to
why the Government was so gullible, They
did accept the a“surances given 1o it by
the State Government. 1 hope the Minis-
ter, when he talks about the whole thing,
will also let us know in detail as to what
the agresment arrived at was, who the
party to the agreement was, Why the
agreement was arrived at...

THE MINISTER O HOME AFFAIRS
(SHRI S. B, CHAVAN): Whicy agree-
ment?

SHRI INDER KUMAR GUIRAL: The
agreement between the Government and
the leaders like Rajubhai. And these twg
gentlemn are on record havign said that
the agreement was on three points, I
would like the Minister to tell us what
those po'nts are rather than my saying it.
Anyhow, the main point is, as I said a
while ago while talking about the fast
of Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee, that the
riots that have taken place during the
last week or so, are realy heart-shaking
and nerve-shaking and particuarly to per-
sons l'’ke me wo have lived through the
1947 riotg also, it is a terrible thing to
recall and remember those things. Mr.
Atal Bihari Vajpayee, I am glad, has come
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back to Parliament. Mr, Atal Bihari Vaj-
payee, while going on fast, had raised
some very inferesting points to which I
would like to address myself, But be-
fore ¥ come to that, I must say that I
regard Mr, Atal Bihari Vajpayee as a
person who is balanced, who has a back-
ground which makes him sober and he
is one whom we all consider as ome of
f.he balanced public men. While giving his
interview to Eyewitnesy yesterday, he has
rightly called himself a ‘liberal’ and he
said thay a liberal leader like him is mot
plowed to address, I do not want to say
what he meant by that But I want to
stress the word “liberal”. He has rightly
called himself a liberal and I think that
ijs where I share an anxiety with him.
In the present context, in the BIP, it is
a liberal outlook that has been marginalis-
ed and that is why Mr, Atal Bihari Vaj-
payee sees himself as a marginalised per-
son, He does mot now make policies. He
does not mow decide as tp what type of
an alliance should be taken He iy not
consulted because as the party goes on
becoming more radicalised, mep like him
who are decent, men Yke him who are
liberal, men Jike him who are balanced
and men like him whg have a world
vision before them, feel that they are
marginaliced and I think that is where the
point comes in. I think 2ll of uvs who
ate discussing along with the BIP friends
here, many of whom are very respectable
- friend sat the personmal level also, when
we are talking fo them or talking about
them, we must understand that a stage
" has come whep the BIP has ceased to
be a political party. Tt is now a front or-
ganisation, a Parliamentary ront—call it
the RSS, call it the Sangh Parivar because
the Sangh Parivar has reorganised itself
on various fronts, They have a Students’
" Front. They have a front which deals with
fabour, They have a front, rightly so, and
I have no obiection to that, But these
are mot the BJP fronts ‘These are the RSS
fronts.. . (Interruptions) . ..
SHRI TAGDISH PRASAD MATHUR:
1 do mot...(Interruptions) ...1 do =not
‘agree with that.

AN HON, MEMBER: Who asked you

to agreel
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SHRI INDER KUMAR GUJRAL: The
point to be kept in mind, therefore, is,
is that whichy is now the Parliamentary
Front. If it is a Parhiamentary Front, it
voices its decisions which are taken else-
where and not by the leadership here and
that, I think, should keep us anxious, if
nothing more. Mr, Atal Bihari Vajpayee,
in hig interview ta [yewitness yesterday
has alsg said that the RSS has now sus-
pended its activities; therefore, those mem-
bers of the BIP who are associated with
the RSS should be released. I think that
ig where a big question mark-arises, What
were those activities which had been sus-
pended? What were the RSS doing that
they had decide to suspend? Was it only
the khaki knicker wearing? Wat it only
the Sakha in the morning or was it soms-
thing more iabolical than that? That is
where I think we have te think in depth.
I would like to ask my friends who re-
present the RSS here as to what ig the
philosophy of the RSS adn whethet they
have suspended that, Have they thought
that the philosophy of division ig no more
valid? I think that is where the entire
issue arises, 1 am not in favour ot keep-
ing the people ip jail. I am not in favour
of banning the parties. But, at the same
time, there is such a thing as ntaional
responsibility, The pational Tesponstbility

‘is that the same freedom cannot be given

to those who us freedom forums to 1y
to domolish freedom itself. That is where
all of us have to look at.

I am not happy ever to talk about Mr.
Churchill. But I think here is something
which makes me anxious because one of
the very leading journals of the world-
The Economist, has quoted Churchill as
saying. . . (Time-bell rings) - . . You w:ﬂl
have to give me a few minutes, Churchl'll
said, “Tndia is a geographical term. It is
no - more a united pation than the
Equator”. The journal further says, “For
the past 45 years the governments of In-
dependent India have done their best to

‘prove Churchill wrong”, 1t further says:

“Does the destruction by Hindu zea-
. lots on December 6th of the 16th-Cen-
tury mosque in the town of ayodhya
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now mean those efforts have been in
vain? Iy secular India, ever proud to call
itself the world’s largest

democracy,
about to fragment

along bloody lines
drawn by race and creed?”’

This is the questiop even the leading jour-
ncls are posing to us. And that is the
question, T think, we have to reply. And

that is where the philosophy of the RSS
again comeg in,

Apgain it says: “All rational Indians...”
—and I repeat—"All rationa}
whatever their religion, should realise that
secularism keeps their country on the safe
s’de of the brink.”

And that i where we have to think over
it. The issue, therefore, Madam, to my
mind ig that the friends in the BJP or
elsewhere may have any difference of
opinion about secularism—I am not 2
votary of words; call it secularism, call
it pseudo-secularism, call it whatever you
like—but one question does arise: What-
ever way we define, do we realise that
India is a composition of diversities? Do
we realise that ip India people do have
different faiths? Do we realise that in
Tndia we speak different languages? Do
we realise that in Indiz we have also diffe-
rent histories? The history of Tamil Nadu
is not the same like the history of Punjab,
We all have different histories. And if
we are going to re-write history, what
parts of history are we going to re-write?
Are we going to re-wrife only what hap-
pened in the north of India? What shall
we do with the history of the east of
India? What shall we do with the history
of the south of India? And what shall
we do with the history of Kerala which
was very bold and very courageous a_nd
very patriotic? These are the thingg which
we have to ask ourselves. Editing history
helps nobody, During my long tenure in
Moscow, Madam, I have lived in a nation
which does not exist any more. It may
have been due to several reasoms. But
one of the reasons why the Soviet Umion
hag broken up today is that they were
editing history, Editing history has never
solved any problem. And -also they did
not realise that cultures of different diver-
sities have to be accommodated. They
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were trying to Russianise everybody-—omne
language, one culture, and one way of
life—and the result was what we have
secn, That js where the question arises
whether in India we want to co-exist or
we do not want to co-exist. And if we
want to co-exist, can we co-exist in any
other fashion, in any other institution than

the democratic equality? 1f
democratic equality is not our
_commitment, then the question will

“arise; What is our objective? Do we wang
to keep India together? Do we want to
keep India’s diversities unified? And many
in this House like me have participated
in the freedom struggle. (Zime bell ring)

I am sorry, Madam, you have to give me
sometime. . .

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRIMATI
JAYANTHI NATARAJAN): We are run-
ning out of time, Mr. Gujral.

SHRI INDER XKUMAR GUJRAL:
Madam, I was saying about the diversities
of India that many people like me who
had participated in the freedom struggle
knew the vision of free India. And that
was unity of diversities. It was not yes-
terday, it was not in 1947 whep the Cons-
litution was written that we thought of
unity of diversities. We thought of unity
of diversities in 1931 jp the Karachi
Congresg session, we thought of unity of
diversities in 1921 when Gandhiji took
charge of the situation. We thought of
unity of diversities in the time of Tilak
and Gokhale. All that the history is say-
ing is that we rcalise that we should keep
rall diversities togetherr We never talked
of one language. We never talked of one
culture. We never talked of one way of
life. No. We have diversities. We have
histories of diversities. And we have to
keep them together. It is in this context,
therefore, the question arises: What is
the responsibility of the State? And what
is the responsibility of all of wus who,
in a way, constitute the State, whether
we sit on this side or that side? In the
midst of all these anxieties, I feel that
we have very little options. And, I think,
when you are launching a struggle today,
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it is not a struggle only lo keep India
- -together, It iy also to think of what we
have to safeguard. One of the things we
have to safeguard is the image of India
abroad. It has taken us fifty years to
build that image, and sioce I had the
privilege of representing India botp as an
Ambassador and for some time as the
Foreign Minister of this country, I would
like you to kindly keep in mind as to
how the others are looking at us, I am
not talking of Pakistan; you can ignore
it. How is the West looking at us? How
is China looking at us? How is Japan lock-
ing at us? How are the Buddhist coun-
tries looking at ws? I wil}' not quote the
newspapers aud the periodicals because
I think all of us read them. But I think
the image of India is to, be kept in mind.
I ‘therefore urge particularly those who
believe in Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee and
not in the R§S; = Atal Bihani Vajpayee
school, is different from the RSS school,
because he calls himself liberal.
Therefore, those in the BJP who believe
in liberalism, who believe in coexistence,
who believe in equality and democracy
must sit back and think as to what type
of India we are trying to make, and whe-
ther we are really fed up with our free-
dom, whether we think that we had enough
of frecedom and let ug give it up, and
have we now come to a stage when we
think that we must go back to the dark
ages when 2 unified India cannot be Sus-
tained?

PROF. SAURIN BHATTACHARYA
(West Bengal): Mi. Vice-Chairman, had
1 not represented a party, albejt a small
ope in tms Youse, pernaps, 1 would
have foregone the humiliation of speak-
ing in the manner in which many of us
who belong to smaller groups of  all
parties have to speak. But so far so
good. Now the point at issue is that
what happened on the 6th of December
at Ayodhya showed that both the sides—
meaning the Sangh Purivar  and the
Central Government including the Prime
Minister, the Home Minister and others—
the Prime Minister with his unsparing
effort; in the language of the Home
Minister, the Home Minister in his usual
communicative way by letter diplomacy
—came out with flying colours, The
Sangh Parivar came out truly in flying
colours because of the  fact that the
ambition of their life was fulfilled when
they brought down Babri Masjid at
iAyodhya. It was for this that they had
been fighting so long with deceit with
fraud and with violence unmitigated,
Only today there is a news item in the
press that it was in the knowledge of
tbe Home Minister. that trained people
were going to Ayodhya to bring down
the Babri Masjid and on the 1st of
December, the Home Minister addressed
the Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh
stating: “We have. with us a very
disturbing report that the experienc-
ed people are flocking ta Ayodhya in
order to bring down the Babri
Mosque. Please take action so that
it cannot happen.” During these
five days, many .more leiters went
but there was .calculated defiance
and jndifference on.the part of = the
Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister who is
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a part of the Sangh Parivar. Then,
when this demolition took place, per-
haps, my good friend, Mr. Sikan-
der Bakht, the Leader of the Opposi-
tion in this House was not there nor
the “Fast unto death” leader of the
BJP, a very well respected leader in
many parts of the countyy and in.
Parliament also, Mr. Atal Bihari
Vajpayee. Mr. Lal Krishna Advani,
our esteemed Member, Dr. Murli
Manchar Joshi, the President of the
BJP, Ashok Singhal, the Joint Sec-
zetary of the VHP, Vinay Katiyar
and others were all present, some to
applaud, some to sit through silen-
tly. This has been their role on
6th December 1992 at Ayodhya. The

Secularism has no meaning for
them. I think, Mr. Bhupinder
Singh Mann was very correct when in

-SHRI JAGMOHAN (Nominated):
Sir, I will cut short my speech in
the light of what is being discussed
What I have to say, I will say very
briefly. I have not got up to dissect
the events or apportion blame. I
have got up to invite your attention
to the basic fact which is the root
cause of our crises, including the
one that we are discussing.

What has happened is really the
collective failure of the Indian poli-
ty, of the Indian administration, of
the Indian judiciary and of the Indian
mind and milieu. The current tra-
gedy of India is the tragedy of con-
temporary  ethos. It shows that
just, enlightened and effective insti-
tutions cannot be built on diseased
and deformed social and cultural
base. Without healthy and strong
foundational plans, the superstructure’
is bound fo totter as it is doing now.

Unfortunately, since our  tryst
with destiny in Auvgust, 1947, we
have been building political institu-
tions without caring for the funda-
mental forces that govern the life of
the nation, withomt simultaneouwsly
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v
setting in motion a potent and perva-
sive reform movement which could
have washed away all the dust and
dros that we had accumulated during
the long period of our decay and de-
cadence. At the most crucial tur-
ning point in our history, we failed
to understand that a new edifice
could not be built on rickety and
motheaten foundation.

We entertained a vision, I am quo-
ting Panditji—a vision of building a
mighty nation, mighty in culture and
mighty in action, mighty in culture
and mighty in peaceful service to hu-
manity”, This is very important,
But we did nothing to create the
necessary = commitment to translate
that vision into reality and provide
spiritual or cultural underpinnings
to our national objectives. Instead, we
allowed ourselves to be ogverwhelmed
by the culture of superficiality, soft-
ness and selfishness. Deception and
hypocricy seeped into all-our consti-
tutional concepts and made them
vulnerable\to easy manipu]ations.

The Yesult is the concept of secula-
rism was debased and despiritualised

by the power-crazy and compromi-
sing mind of Indian power struc-
ture. Justice, equity amd truth

were sucked out of it. The concept
was rveduced to a mantra the repeated
recitation of which was believed to
propitiate the goddess of power.
Commitment was not to the cause but
to expediency.. T have some - illus-
trations but I will gkip over because
of the time, factor. Let us, there.
fore, honestly and  dispassionately
take stock of the situation, carve out
a new path, acquire a deep commit-
ment, and initiate a vigorous reform
movement which give meaning and
content to our polity, our administra-
tion our judiciary and. other institu-
tions. - Without a new vision, Tndia
cannot be reborn. It has to redis.
cover its lost soul or have 2 tryst
with destiny. In the light of what
1 have said, would the hon. Home
Minister indicate whether Govern-
ment would attend to  the larger
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administrative cracks that have so
often appeared in recent times pro-
posed to be repaired. and if they are
proposed to be repaired what is the
modus  operandi? Thirdly, how do
Government view the type of master.
ly inactivity exhibited by the Allaha-
bad High Court? What does the Gov-
ernment  think about the Supreme
Court’s own error of judgement in
not fixing a limit on the number of
Kar Sevaks for the symbolic func-
tion and asking for affidavit with
regard to a future event? 1 have
beard of afidavits with Tegard (o ™Y
past, to the best of my knowledge
and belief. But how can I say that
to the best of my knowledge and be-
lief T will do this? I can swear to-
day that I have passed my BA exa-
mination. But I cannot give - an
affidavi; saying thag I will pass my MA
examination. How does the Govern-
ment propose to safeguard, the inte-
rests of officers, particularly of the All
India Services, who have followed the
well established procedure of follow-
ing the orders of their superiors in
regard tp exXecutive matters? These
are the three specific issues on which
I request the Home Minister to en-
lighten us.

SHRI B. V. ABDULLA KOYA:
Mr. Viece-Chairman, Sir, on the 6th
December whatever occurred has
occurred Thousands of people, men,
women and children were either mur-
‘dered or severely injured or became
homeless for no fault of theirs. Their
tears and prayers did not help them.
Perhaps, this is the second tragedy in
our couniry after the murder of our
beloved Father of the Nation—Maha-
tma Gandhi. Al of us are guilty one
way or the other. But the really
guilty are those who try to find fault
wlth somebodyelse and try to escape.
The country has been left at the
merey of a few thousand mad and
frenzied people. These people do not

believe in secularism, peace a.nd
brotherhood but only in: achieving
power by any means, by any unde-
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sirable means. It is high time that

we identified and isolated them. The
Central Government should rectify
their mistake of handing over = the
safety of the so called rats whe are
at the merey of the cats. People like
Mr. Advani and Vajpayee should
learn the lesson that truth and com-
passion and love are not the meono-
poly of ome community alone but the
precious possessions of our country.
Masjid and mandir should exist shoul-
dter to shoulder and the worshippers
with namaz marks, sindoor marks
and cross should walk arm in arm.
That is what Islam taught us. That
is why my two late lamented leaders,
Bafakay Thangal-and Ismail Sahib.
taught us, through our political or-
ganisation. And we have been doing
it that why very strictly, There are
examples: in a rembte village Angadi.
puram in Kerala, 3 masjid and a
temple are standing side by side.
When the Hindus wanted some space
for the temple, our leaders agreed to
that .and it was because of the Mus-
lim community’s mercy that the two
places of worship coexist. There are
examples of such a thing in our capi
tal city of Trivandrum. Our ~ Dig-
masjid is adjacent to a temple and
you can also see a church there. -No-
thing will happen there and wonder-
fully, people are worshipping €0~
existently. If this could be follow-
ed there, I would say that our elder
brothers, the Hindu brothers, also can
think of that, That is all. Thank you,
