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that about 500 colleges should be 
developed as autonomous colleges in the 
7th Plan. However, 102 colleges were 
functioning as autonomous colleges at the 
end of the 7th Plan as per the details 
given below:— 

 
(c) According to the Expert Committee 

which was constituted by the Commission 
to review the implementation of the 
Scheme of Autonomous Colleges, the 
Scheme has been successful in such of the 
colleges where teachers have taken 
initiatives in academic innovation. It 
has also promoted decentralised 
management. The scheme could not be 
implemented in many States as the 
Universities/State Governments in those 
States did not make any proposal. 

(d) and (c) No, Sir. However, as 
envisaged in the Programme of Action 
1992, emphasis will be to bring more 
colleges under the Scheme during the 8th 
Plan.
