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commercialisation though these are only 

provisionally registered. 

Use of Neem based insecticide is also 

promoted through Extension media. 

A 'Neem Newsletter' is being published by 

Indian Agricultural Research Institute on 

quarterly basis for dissemination of 

information on various aspects of Neem 

based Insecticides.
