Loss incurred by DESU due to low
Tariffs Rates

Will the Minister of POWER be pleased to
state:

(a) whether it is a fact that as reported in
the Hindustan Times of September, 11, 1992,
the annual loss of around Rs. 344 crores
suffered by Delhi  Electric  Supply
Undertaking was mainly attributable to low
tariff rates;

(b) if so, the details about power
generated, power supplied to consumers, total
cost of production and per unit cost and the
average per unit tariff; and

(c) what is the extent of transmission loss
and power theft involved?

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE
MINISTRY OF POWER (SHRI KALP
NATH RAI): (8 to (c) DESU is facing
revenue deficit mainly due to uneconomical
tariff. As per the budget estimates of 1992-
93, generation of power by DESU is
estimated at 2155 million units, besides
purchase of power from Badarpur Thermal
Power Station and Northern Grid. Sale of
energy is likely to be 7414 million units.
Expenditure on generation, purchase and
distribution is estimated at Rs. 1158 crores.
Present average cost of supply works out to
Rs. 1.56 per unit against average realisation
of Rs. 1.16 per unit from consumers. As per
the Budget Estimates for 1992-93 the
transmission and  distribution  losses,
including losses on account of power theft,
during 1992-93 are estimated to be 19.5%
