Route
Nos. 336 and 338 are operating from East
to South Delhi i.e., Vivek Vihar to
Vasant Vihar and Mayur Vihar to
Chankya Puri Terminal respectively.
Route No. 252 has been discontinued
with effect from 31.8.1992 due to low
patronage. The details of the missed trips
from August to October 1992 are as
under:—

Route No. Trips

Scheduled Missed
336 2910 94
338 4392 434

Missing trips were on account of break
down due to overaged fleet and late
running due to late-outshedding and
traffic congestion.

(c) Operational position of these routes
are monitored at regional as well as
depot level to ensure the regularity and
the punctuality of buses. The road
supervision has been intensified to reduce
the dislocation of services as far as
possible.
