THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE

PORT (SHRI JAGDISH TYTLER): (a)
The fare rates of taxies and auto-
rickshaws in Delhi have been increased
by 5% w.e.f. 1-10-1992 by the State
Transport Authority over the appropved
rates prior to that period. The
information in  respect of other
metropolises is not available.

(b) The hike in fare is only 5% where-
as the hike in the price of petrol is 7.4%
and for diesel it is 20.9% in Delhi.
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
