Sahitya Akademj Award given to a
writer for his book contalning "anti-
national writings,

1992 to a person who has expressed
in hig book anti-national sentiments,
and his book has been considered as
an award-winning pook.

Bug to
tny utter disappointment, the Minis-
try of Human Resource Development
has put us in an embarrassing sit-
uation, It has given the yearly award
for the best works in 22 languageg in
1992.

220-page book ‘Channan Di Raat'
written by a Hoshiarpur-based coll-
ege lecturer H.S. Mehboob.
