(c) whether Defence Minister feels that 
by the end of thei century, his Ministry's 
Defence Research and Development 
Organisation indigenously developed 
weapons in the fields of missiles, and 
L.C.A. or main battle tank etc. would enter 
the three services in a big way as reportedly 
claimed by Dr. Abdul Kalaam, while 
addressing DRDO Directors in New Delhi 
on 6th July,  1992?

Sir. DRDO undertakes projects keeping in 
view the requirement of Services, the 
emerging military doctrines (and the 
changing threat perceptions. DRDO has 
undertaken some fresh project* in recent 
past in the fields of Missiles, Metallurgy  
and   Communications. 

(b) These projects are progressing 
satisfactorily as per the planned 
time frame. The reliability maintain 
ability and quality requirements as 
projected' by Services are built in the 
products during design, development 
and production phases. 

(c) Subject to availability of 
funds, indigenously developed mis 
siles and Main Battle Tank will be 
delivered to Services by end of the 
century 'and the first flight of tech 
nology demonstration LCA will be 
carried out by end of 1996.
