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(vii) To help mobilise the resources and
facilitate the expansion of investment in
housing in order to meet the needs of
housing construction and upgradation and
augmentation of infrastructure; and

(viii) To promote a more equal' dis-
tribution of land and houses in urban and
rural areas, and to curb speculation in land
and housing inconsonance with macro-
economic policies for efficient and
equitable growth.

Air service between Bombay-Bhuj

Will the Minister of CIVIL AVIATION
AND TOURISM be pleased to state:

(a) whether Government have received
any proposal to operate direct daily flight on
Bombay-Bhuj-Bombay route;

(b) whether it is a fact that Bombay-Bhuj-
Bombay route has heavy traffic and due to
alternate day schedule people of the Kutch
region are facing hardships.

(c) whether any steps have been taken

by Government to operate regular Boieng
flights on this route;

(d) if not, the reasons therefor and by
when it is likely to be introduced; and

(e) what will be the time schedule of
arrival/departure and the pro-rata reser
vation quota?

THE MINISTER OF CIVIL AVIA
TION AND TOURISM (SHRI
MADHAVRAO SCINDIA): (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) to (d) Indian Airlines is operating
regular Boeing  flights between Bombay
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and Bhuj 4 days a week. The capacity
presently provided is considered adequate to
meet the existing demand.

(e) The flight departs Bombay et 1400 hrs.,
arrives Bhuj at 1555 hrs., departs Bhuj at
1625 hours and arrives Bombay at 1730
hours. While the seat allocation between
Bombay and Bhuj has been kept at 60 in each
flight, this is subject to change depending on
the pattern of traffic demand.
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
