SHRI MALLIKARJUN: At the moment in 

(die Biopal Repair Work-si ->p.  a staff o,:  
1,000 is working. So 
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far as the other part of the Supplementary of 
the hon. Member about the employment of 
gas victims is concerned, already 203 gas 
victims are working there out of the 1,000 
workers working Ijhere. However, Madam, 
the capacity of the workshop is to repair or 
rebuild 500 coaches in a phased manner as 
and when it is required. It has not come up to 
the rated capacity. In the last financial year 
1991-92, only 47 coaches could' be rebuilt. 
As it gradually picks up, manpower will also 
be added to it. 

 

SHRI MALLIK ARJUN: Madam, at the 
moment, Kapurthala coach factory is 
producing coaches to the design of Integral 
Coach Factory. However, there is a plan for 
adoption of a new technology in Kapurthala 
Coach Factory to build high speed light 
weight coaches. The hon. Member wanted to 
know what type of facilities will be provided 
in the coaches. He has also suggested! some 
facilities. While formulating la design for the 
production of coaches, these facilities will be 
kept in mind in the interest of and for a better 
service to    the travelling public. 

 

SHRI MALUKABJUN: Madam, it 
is true that in some trains proper 
coaches have not been added. We 
have issued strict instructions that 
proper maintenance and dare should 
be taken by the concerned people 
from the mechanical side. Apart from 
that because of the shortage of coa 
ches, we do utilise the overaged 
coaches  after repairs.  Madam, as 
you know, there is a large demand 
for introduction of new trains. At 
the moment we are short of 4,220 
coaches or something like that Still, 
Madam, the House will be happy to 
know that in 1991-92 we have intro 
duced 39 new trains. In 1991-9* 
another 59 trains... (Interruptions) ... 
What? I am coming tp your point. In 
spite of all these things, we are able 
to attend to the servicing of the 
coaches. We will certainly take care 
for the repair Of all coaches, and 
coaches have codal life.. Accordingly' 
it will go for POH. Necessary wore 
is being taken in the workshop 
whenever they go for POH. Other 
than POH, Madam, sometimes inci 
dental repairs have to be made and 
the  mechanical  department takes 
care of It. 

 

SHRI M. A. BABY: Madam, thore is not 
only a shortage of passenger coaches but of 
athletic and sports coaches also which is very 
much evident from the result of the 
Barcelona 

494 RS—2 
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Olympic Games. Anyway, I am not going to 
ask about that. Actually a coach factory was 
to be established in Kerala. It was offered. 
But at the last moment it was taken awiay to 
Kapurthala. Will the Minister con-skfer 
establishing another coach factory as against 
the offer which was given to Kerala long 
before? 

SHRI MALLIK ARJUN: Madam, at the 
moment, there is nD proposal before the 
Government for a new coach factory either in 
Kerala or in any part of the country.
