It was agreed that a multi-disciplinary
delegation from India would visit Iran in July,
1992 to discuss specific projects which could
be undertaken by India. Agreement was also
reached on convening the next meeting of the
Indo-Tran Joint Commission in November
1992, and on holding consultations on issues
related to NAM prior to the Non-aligned
Summit.
