(c) The main reason is that manufac- 
ture of a Submarine is a highly compli- 
cated  venture  which   was attempted for 
the first time in the country. 

(d) and (e) The modernisation of the 
Indian Navy is being carried out in terms 
of the Perspective Plan which has been 
drawn up for this purpose. The decision 
to acquire new equipment is taken on the 
basis of this Perspective Plan, as well as 
an assessment of the geo-political scena- 
rio, threat perception and the availability 
of funds with the Navy. It is ensured that 
the Navy remains a balanced force capa- 
ble of meeting any exigency that may
