Government cons-
tantly reviews the export performarice
and potential of different categories
of handicrafts popular jn the inter-
national market, including those from
Rajasthan and Orissa. Some of the
studies of Rajasthan & Orissa Handi-
crafts undertaken in the post covered
tie and dye, woollen carpet, ivory car-
ving, hand-woven textiles, marble
work, lac bangle, handicrafis of Puri
silver, filigree craft of Cuttack and

horn industry. More recently, 3 pro-:

joct for documentation of stone crafts
of India including Rajasthan and
Orissa have been sanctioned to the
Craftg Council of India and two pro-
jects for survey of folk ari and Sau-
rya Painting of Orissg were sanction-
ed to the Crafts Council of Orissa and
a report on the Economic Status of
Handicrafts artisans including those
from these two states, commissioned
through the National Council of Ap-
plied Economic Research.

‘(¢) The steps taken to promote and
popularise handicrafts including those
from Rajasthan and Orissa in differ-
ent countries include:

(i) Seminars to educate loral ex-
porterg of Marble Hindicratts, hand
printed textiles and made ups
thereof, India itemg etc.
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(ii) Export publicity campaign,
participation in fairs, trade delega-
tions, buyer seller meets and ex~
hibitions through the Export Pro-
. motion Council for Handicrafts and
Carpet Export Promotion Council
etc.

(iii) Exposure of the handicrafts
of Rajasthan amd Origssg through
catalogues brought out by the Raj-
asthan’ Small Industries Corporation
of India Ltd. and the Orissa State
Co-operative Handlicrafts Corpora-
tion Ltd. and through brochures of
the Export Promotion Council for
Handicrafts and commercia]l promo-
tion and activities of the Handi-
crafts and Handlooms Export Cor-
poration.

_guaint exporters with export pro-
cedures and documentation.
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
