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Unauthorised Persons in Reserved
compartments in Trains
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Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be
pleased to state:

(a) whether Government are aware that
in all the trains leaving from all the stations
of Delhi, unauthorised persons travel in
reserved compartments;

(b) the number of inspections/raids
conducted by the authorities during the last
six months from the stations in Delhi to
check (he menace; and

(c) what steps have been taken during
the last six months to increase the com
partments for the unreserved ticket-
holders, together with the number of
compartments added to each of the trains
leaving from Delhi during the period?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI
MALLIKARJUN): (a) Some cases of
unauthorised persons travelling in reserved
coaches of trains have come to notice.

(b) Separate statistics are not main
tained section-wise. However, during the
period from December, 1991 to May,
1992, 566 checks were conducted on
Northern Railway in which 2026 per
sons travelling unauthorisedly in reserved
coaches were apprehended.

(c) Hrom January, 1992 onwards, 37
Ilnd class coaches for unreserved pas
sengers have been provided on various
trans leaving/massing from Delhi-New
Delhi-Nizamuddin. *
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
