MANGALAM): (a) Yes, Sir. Exploration 
drilling and small-scale experimental mining 
for uranium are in progress in parts of 
Cuddapah District, Andhra Pradesh. 

(b) Exploratory drilling was commenced 
at Tummalapalle, Cuddapah District, 
Andhra Pradesh in 1981. Sa far 44,520 
metres of cumulative drilling has been 
carried out at Tummalapalle, 
Rachakuntapalle, Gadan-kipalle, 
BakanagarijpaUe, Velamvari-palle, 
Kannampalle, and Motnutala-palle along the 
southwest margin of Cuddapah basin. At T. 
Sundapalle, 1966 metres of exploratory 
drilling has been completed over basement 
granite. Small-scale experimental mining at 
Tummalappalle was taken up in July 1981 
for obtaining bulk ore samples for ore 
beneficiation studies* So far, 74 metres of 
mining has been completed. Mining 
operations are being carried out on contract 
basis by the Mineral Exploration 
Corporation Limited (MECL).
