Universities are fully funded by the Central 
Government through the University Grants 

Commission (UGC) . A major share of UGC's 
Non-Plan budget is made available to Central 
Universities and Delhi Colleges for their main-
tenance expenditure. Keeping in view the present 
constraint on the availability of financial 
resources, Government decided to maintain the 

level of Non-Plan expenditure of all 
Ministries/Departments, and autonomous bodies 
during 1992-93 at the level of last year. This has 
imposed resource constraints on UGC was well 
as Central  Universities. 

The Minister of Human Resource Deve-

lopment held consulatations with Chairman, 

UGC and Vice-Chancellors of Central 

Universities to consider measures to mitigate 

the financial difficulties being faced by them. 

On the basis of these consultations, the UGC 

have withdrawn the Commission's earlier 

orders of freezing the maintenance grants. 

(b) According  to the   information  fur-

bished   by   UGC.   during      March-April, 

1992 the Commission held a series of con-

sultations   with   Vice-Chancellors,   Regist-

rars, and Finance/Officers of Central Uni-,    

versities and Principals of Delhi  Colleges to 

cope with  the  situation. The economy 

measures  identified   in  these   meetings  In-

cluded   reduction  of  expenditure  on  tele-

phones,   electricity,   transport,   water,   sta-

tionery, etc. to the extent of 20 per cent 

curtailment in expenditure on  hos,pitality. 

travel,  study     leave  teaching  and non-

teaching  posts, etc. 

(c) Commercial Banks are already pro-

viding need-based finance under the "Edu-

cational Loans" Scheme.
